May 31—Discovery that
some relief clients have been •chisel-
ling" Federal surplus commodities by-
altering the orders given them on
grocers has led the 8tate Emergency
Relief Administration u> issue speci-
fic Instructions that when orders are
handed out the quantity of each ar-
ticle to be supplied shall be written
out and that numerals shall not
used.

Communications sent to , every
county explain that, for instance. "1
can of beef" can be easily altered to
d" or perhaps "10" or "11" or some

other quantity. Such an order here-
after mmt be made out as " One'
cane of beef".

County Directors have been In-
structed to direct every grocer not to
accept any Federal commodity order
which shows only a numeral denoting
quantity. Grocers violating the regu-
lation may be subject to non-payment
of bills for the questionable Items.
Individuals who alter the orders
thereby become subject to prosecu-
tion in the United States courts as
well as in those of the state.
