August Continued
Money Until

To Receive Relief
Recent Date

A typien) cuse of relief “chiseling”,
not uncommon i the Jurger cltfes
but rarely brought to lght n the
smaller municipalities, has been un-
earthed by Emergency Relief Admin-
Istration  authorities 1n Rockaway
with sufficient serfousness 10 warrant
diliwent prosecution of the puilty of -
fender.

Officials directing the ERA pro-
wrams in this viclnity have made no
comment publicly on thelr discovery
that a lucal resident was obtaining
undeserved  relief  through thelr
agency but others in close touch with
relief work here did not hesitate tg
diseuss the matter freely.

For reasons known best by the
ERA wauthorities, 1t was explained,
the name of the alleged “chiseler”
was not revealed. This muah, accord-

Ing to the information. has been r«'-k
celving relief checks each week from
the ERA since lnte last August up
until a few days ago nt which time
an ERA investigntor discavered that
the man wus employed by u local n-
dustry and wis  earning  sufficient
wuges to keep himself and family
without depending on relief

Hoving determined this, 1t ix re-
ported. the ERA Immediately went
to the alleged “chiseler” and in no
uncertaln terms made 1t known that
he would be allowed ten days to pay
back to the ERA the amount of
money he hud received from the nd-
ministration since he had been work -
ing. Otherwise, it 18 sald, the of-
fender will be urrested and promptly
prosecuted.
