At the request of the state code

| authority for the barber shop trade,

Colonel J. Lester Eisner, State Re-
covery Administrator, has signed an
executive order establishing a mini-
mum price schedule of 40 cents for
hatrcuts and 20 cents for a shave.
The order was issued after Colonel
Eisner had received a resolution un-
anjmously adopted by the code auth-
ority, requesting the establishment of
these minimum prices.

The code authority reached its
conclusion after an extended and
exhaustive cost survey which furnish-
ed & practical, economic basis of de-
termination. It was found, through

I minimum 40 cent haircut and a mlh-
Imum 20 cent shave are the lowest
figures at which a barber can per-
form these services, pay labor the
minimum wage under the code and
exist

Contrary to the reports published
in the press during the last week or
50, to the effect that prices have
been Jowered at the direction of the
State Recovery Administration, no
action was taken until the receipt
of the resolution and the request of
the trade itself.

When the code was approved last
June, a temporary mipnimum of 50
and 25 cenis for haircut and shave,
respectively, was established for a-
thirty day peried.
