Laws Regarding
Borough Budget

Taxpayers Association To Appear
Before Council And Urge Re-

ductions In Certain Hems

While the Rockawiiy Taxpayers'
Association appears before the Mayor
nnd Common Council lonighl to
voice their objections to the propos-
ed budget, It will be interesting to
know some of the laws regarding
same, which might have a tendency
to change the proceedure sompwhnt.

It has been contended that tho
budget question bo gone Into earlier
and changes made before It gets to
the first reading point, otherwise ex-
tra trouble and expense would be in-
volved, an item In Itself that should
be saved.

As explained In the accompanying
sections of the law. if any great part
Is changed to any great extent, and
It would have to be to make tho
slightest difference In the total tax
bill, rendvcrttslng would be. necess-
ary, along with a new hearing.

These are the rules the Borouuh
Council will follow in the consider-
ation tonight:

1. The budget hearing must be
held before February 9.

2. Copy of the budget must be
filed with the Office of the Audi-
tor Immediately after introduction
and Approval. This not lo mean
lifter hearing on adoption but Im-
mediately after approval.

3. The budget must be advertised
twice, first publication to be noB
more than 20 days after introduction
and approval, and at least one wer.l:
(but not more than 2 weeksi prior
to date set for hearing—there ls no
restriction on the second publication
except that It shall be before the
date set Tor the heaving

4. The contingent appropriation
may not exceed 3'" of the total bud-
get.

5. The budget may be adopted
after the hearing date, bul must tw
rinally adopted on or before Febru-
ary 24,

0. The budget may be changed
prior to final ndoptlon . but such
changes must be completed on or
before February 241 by lncreasLnK
or decreasing any item of appro-
priation not more than 10r; pro-
vided thai .such changes do not ir,-
crease or tlecrense the amount to Iw
rinsed by taxes more than Sr.'<.

7. Any changes In any ilem ovur
10r: requires irtidvcrtlsing and r.!-
hearing.

8. Any new item requires rearf-
verlising nnd rehearing.

9. The prior year's budge. mu*t
be complete and in bu.lan.-c.
