Secondly, dial we have no
State agencies adequate to stop or
even curb this menace. Third, thnt
the final solution of this Increasing
menace lies In cooperation between
States and the Federal Government
to devise legislation and provide
funds whereby there will be on ade-
quate agency set-up of Stnte and
Federal forces combined to eradi-
cate pollution of our waters by the
gradual Installation of disposal
plants. Fourth, that thin agency
have power to stop villages, munici-
palities, towns, and cities. Industrial
plants, steam or oil burning vessels,
as well as individuals, from nllowlng
