Dr, John Todd, though summoned by
the license party 1 Mrssaclusetts to testi
fy for them before the Legislative Com-
mitlee in 18067, said of the beer drinkers
ef Pittstield : .

1 wish to_sny, in regard to Leer, that
while I think it is not intoxicating us
other drinkts, it demoralizes ewfully, Wo
have g Jarge populution uf foreigncra with
us, aud beer 1s their chief drinlk, It mokos
them besoltod :it makes them erosa: it
makes their home unplensant ; it prevents
them from rising in civilization : 16 shuts
them out from everything ihat is euno-
bling.

Oliver Dyer, who has remarkable op-
portunities for obucrvation in the city of
Now Yorlk, suys in the January numler of
Tackard's Monthly, 1870,

Before closing thearticle, I wisli tomen-
tion what seems to e ta Lo s geners) fal-
laoy s to wit, that lagor beer is an utterly
harmless beverage, and that the substitu-
tion of it for whisky is a great gain, So
far as my observation gocs, Lam sntisfied
that o German with his brain soaked to
stolidity in Ingerbeor is a8 great a bruto
as an Irishman with his bruin_ sct on five
with whisky. The pavoxysm of the whisky
fired Leain is more violent while it lnsts,
but the brutality of the beer sonked brain
ia moro stolid und enduring. I spealk from
personal experience, obtained by visiting
hundreds of fumilies of both classes, nud
Fot, 80 confirmed is public opinjon as to
thoe barmlessness of Jager beer, I do not
supposo that anyono will accept my state-
ment as being even an spprosimation to
tho troth,  Still I know thet I am right.
Tt takes longer, it is trne, nnd costs more
money, for o German to stupify Limself
with lager Deer than it does for au Irish-
mau to madden himself with whisky ; but
whether thet greater outlay of timo and
weney on the part of the Teuton gives him
any edvantago over the Celt is a question
which it might Le well for politieal and
socinl cconomists to consider, nnd fo re-
member nlso, ns they do consider it, that
the trnusition from beer guzzling to whisky
drinking is short and easy, aud constantly
made,

How Rattlesnakes are Born.

Abeut the 10ih of May last, Doctors
Cadwell sud Westmorlund captured, at
Prospeet, in.the lower edge of Uiles conn-
ty near the Alabuma line, a rattlestake
four feet thren inches loug and five inches
in eireutnf ce,  The snake was sent to
the expousition, Lut the munogers not
deeing it proper to recuive, it was sont
to e dimg store of Messrs, Berry & De-
wonville, who also declined to, give it
quarters. It was then sent to the drug
store of M. C. Cutton, in South Nashville,
where it bas been since tho 16th of May.
When cuplured it had eight 1attles and s
button, Since that tine it hay not par-
taken of one particle of food, though it
ls been templed with mice and other
smtl puimals, on which tho reptile is
aceustomed to feed.  Tho snnke munifest-
ed no ineonvenience from ita confinement
nor did it lose sy sigus of bodily vitality.
s eyes contivued Lo glisten liko mnguu-
tie stecl, and ity fesciunting tongue was
ready to prolrude nt.the appesrunce of
any one wnenr the ense,  Dr. Cotton
thonght all the while that it was o 1mnle.
Though small mice and rets hove been
eonfined in the case with the snake until
their own hunger urged them to bite at
ith sealy hide, the serpent refused to give
them putice or to purtake of food. On
{wo or threo oceasious it hns taken small
quantitios of wuter, On Thursday, st 1
u'clock, on guing iute the back raom of
the store where the caso is kept, it was
discovered that the suake Lind given birth
to four youny snakes, nod by three o’clock
she had given bivth to theee nore, making
seven iu ail,  The'young suukes aado
their appestunce one nt u lime, aud in o
eoiled or slriking pesition, their eyes
slistening and their envenomed tonguey
tontinuully duting ent, The young ouea
pro ench from nine to fifteen inches in
ength, anid in o sinte of perfect develop-
meut,  They are quick of motion, ard
pussess no ordinary spinal vitality, as they
crawl readily to the top of the caso.and
ncross nud ground it from end to end.
Whnt is most singular aud contrary to alt
the receiyed notions concerning the rep-
tiles, cneh of these young enakes hnd
ull button on the tuil, which cleerly re-
futes the iden that fhey bave to be six
mouths old before the formation of the
button. Tho old sunke wna Jying in her
eigre in o lognrihic stute, with some indi-
calionn, as the doetor thought, of increa-
sing the coiling family, The youn
snakes eoil mround ber and.under an
over her, and she secma to have for them
the natural maternal affection or instinet.
I'his gy hos been in captivity nearly
fonr months, yel duaring all that peried
shio Ly purtaken of not'e morzel of food,
and lws brooded her seven young.  As to
cxuctly how long from ineeption ihe pro-
eess of gesintion or inenbation hus been
going on there is no menns of sscertsining
as we can only dute from her captivity,

Dr. Cotton informs us he once before
kept in tho same case o large rattle-suuke
for three yeurz and nine months, and that
ho studied its various wodes und chabges,
The snuke, he suys, did not partuke of n
particle of food for the first nine months,
and bnt Jittle water,  He then gave it rats,
mive, &e., pitting the same into the case
alive, nud it commenced devomring them
vorasiously. It never wonld touch o lame
1o or & dead one, fresh as it might be,
When a young rat was put into the caso it
would plant its unerring fung into somo
part o the limb or body, and then wait
untilit died from the thorough incculation
of the poivon, When quite dead it would
turn i over, take it head foremost and
swallow it, evidently drawing putriment
from the poison its own fangs had infused,
It shed its skin twico n your——ench spring
nud autwin-—n new rottle appearing at
ench shedding, which explodes' the pop-
wlar notion thut but one rettle comes a
year. Yesterdny morning the dector took
the enge and pluced it in thosun. TFrom
tha effeeta of tha sun threo young snnkes
died. Trwo others became stupetied, but
recovered their vitality on being removed
to the shade.
