General Tacon's Judgment.

8'mco tlio Pearl of tho Antilles hai
adorned tbo Syaniflb orowu, tlio ialond tf
Cuba liu nWajo boon govornod by B
optaiu-genornl, a might; porson&go, in-
veated with much tho tnme poirera of
authority as that of a monarch in somo
cotmtiiefl, and, liko a king, could not pos-
sibly do nay thing that wan wrong. Tho
Cubana linvo seldom liiul leoson to ho
grateful to Spniu for tlio rulors Bbo hns
appointod over tlicm, bocauBQ tliono have
been uiimlly aeleotud rather DQ tho Bcora
of inflaenoo than capticity or merit,
Thoro is, however, on record at leaiit one
captain-goueral whoso namo is licld in oa-
tcom by tha Ouhnu people, on account of
tho good ho effected during his abort
reign ill Hnvnrm. Captain •General Tacon
efltabliBhed lomo degree of safety far the
inhabitAnts by introducing now laiTH, find
by severely punishing certain Boc.nl of-
fences which his predecessors had rather
overlooked, if thoy did not tlicmsolvoa net
tho example, It is said of Tacon that,
liko Alfred the (front, ho proiiitrod the
Cubans Unit they should bo nblo to cast
their purses upon tho public pavement,
and yet find them there again after mauy
days. Stories are yot current in Cuba of
the general's singular modo of administer-
ing justice, which in many wises partook
of an orimunlity somewhat Tvb.iinK.col of
its kind. Tlio most popular story of this
aort is that of tlio Cigar Girl of Havana,
told to tho traveller by thoso who wore
liviug in Ctibn during Goueral Tacon's
(idminifltwitioD

minifltwitioD.
Tho writar of this pnpor hna gathered

the facts of this very romontio talo, which
he now offers to the reader in tbo follow-
ing form: ,

Mirnlda Eotolcz was tem&rkaUo alilco
forthobonuty of Lor person aud tho ex-
cellence of her tobacco.' She kept a cigar-
shop in Havana, in tho Onllo ubl Oomer-
cio, a narrow street, with n footpnth
scarcely wilier than an ordinary curbstone.
I t was tho voricst aoction of a shop, with'
out a front of any kind, presenting, from
tho street aide, much the samo appcaranco
as n burnt out dwelling would exhibit, or
a, theatrical BCOIIO viowcil by an audionoo.
During tho hot hours of tho day a curtain
XTBH suspended beforo tbo shop to ward
off tho i.oworftil rnys of the sun, under
whoso influence tho delicnt* gnods -within
might othonviso bo premnturely driod,
whilo tho effuot -would bo oqually dotri-
moutal to their fntr vendor. Tho easy
auscla ot egress, asaisiod by the narrow
curbatono, together with many attraotlons
within tlio chop, tempted taany passen-
gers to drop in for a chat and a- cigar,
Thero was a little oounlur, with litilo pyr-
amidal hoapa of dgnretto paoltcts, aud
cignr«( of tlio genuiua Hav«na hranUB,
distributed upon it. Affixed to a walU at
Iho bnck was a gloss showcaeo, fitted with
shelves liko a bookcase, and ladou with
bundles of tho precious loaws, plnwd liko
volnmen tA&a by side, and bound in bright
yellow ribbon. Altlioiight MiraJda was
visited from inoming tiU night By?Gvory
biod of male, black and brown, as well as
white, nothing was over said against tlio
virtue o( tho young tobacconist.

Liko Uio cigars eha sold, Miroldawna o{
Cnlidwl superior," and in tha eatna

mnnncr, ngo had rothor improved her
quality than otherwise, for it had ripened
her into a aborniing, fult-grown woman of
sixteen tropical Hummers, Somo merit
was duo to nliraltln for tho virtuous lifo
sho led; for besides tho. temptation* to
•whicli fiho was daily and hourly subjected,
sho was quite alone in tho world, her
parents, brothers, and Bisters being dead.
Jlirnldtt naturally found ninny admirers
nmong her numerous customers ; she,
hnwovor, mado no distinction with tliem,
but lmd a, bright fiinilo and. a kind word
for nil who favored her with their praisea
and thoir patronnge. Onoalono, porhaps,
held n plaoo nonrer her heart than all
othew. This was Don Po Iro Mantanoz,
a younff boatman employod in tho harbor
near tho Morro Cnatlo. Pedro was of
good-whito parontagfl, though ono would
not have judged BO from the color bf his
Bkiu, which, from long exposure to the
sun mid the iventhor. had turned n palo
coffea color. Podro lovod Miralclft foudly
and eho was hy no meana nvorso to tho
handsome crcolo. .But tho pretty tobne-
coniBt was in no hurry to wear tho matri-
monial chains. *Tho biisinr-as, liko herself,
THIS Mr Iron* old-cstabhehcd, and she
thought in her capacity of ft married wo-
man tho attractions of hor BUOD would
diminish by at least one-half, while her
patrons would disappear-in tho aamo
ratio. Miralda onoo mado her lover a
promina that rfiowoulil marry him as soon
HB ho nhould have won a prizo in tho
lottery : for, witb. bis Bavinga, this would
cunblo Pedro to havu a ahoro in her buoi-

ns well na in her happiness. So,
on« t» month, Pedro invested a doubloon
in lottery tickets; bill, na JIB never BUO-
ceeded in winning a priie, ho failed to
wed tlio pretty tobacconist. Still, tho
yonug boatman continued to dronanchor
dt Iho - clear-shop OB ofton las hts aparo
timo would allow; mid as tho fond couplo
always conducted thrmselvea with tho
Btrictcst propriety, thoir ongngoment re-
mained n secret

Now Pedro Itlntxinoz hail n rival, and to
a ocit&iu extent, a lunnidnblo one. Tho

Count Alraante was ft noble of Spanish
birth, and nn ofllccr by profession. Ho
WOB ono of those fortunatis gentlemfu who
from no inherent talent or acquired
ability, had been HOpt from the mothcr-
couiitry to enrich himself in her pros]>er>
ous cokujy, BoHidoii his wealth, which
report described us ilNgotton, lie gloried
in tbo reputation of being a gay cavilior
in Havana, and a great favorite with tho
creolo ladies. I t was his boast tlutt no
girl beneath him in Btation had been yot
known to reject uny ofior ho might pro-
pose ; and ho would sometimes lay wugaru
witb liU ansooifttcs tliut tlio lady ho bad
newly lionored with IIIB udmirntiou -would,
at a given time, Btand entered iu his book
of amours as a fresh conqut»it. To
uehiovQ any imrticufar object tho count
would never allow anything human or
otherwise, to stand in his path, oud by
reason of liis wealth, hut nobility and bis
utluonce with tlio authoiitiea, hia crimes
wero numerous and his pimiahnienUi low,
if any.

It happened that the liist sonorita who
had taken tho count's fancy wna Mirnlda
Ebtftlei!.
