of J)i» holy oSleo, Loreuto, as ia too often
tbo enso among moro enligbtBQod men tkaa
ibo Vnquls; bocame poaaeBsod with au insa-
tiate desire for gr«at richo*. In piuMUanc*
of tho ongroasing objoct, this uuierupulous
man communicatod with certain traders on
tho Cuban couai, and tha rasultat tlifl eot-
reipondonao was, that, a few months aftor-
ward, a slavo-ship, on x r̂otouse of othor bu-
iincta, dropped anchor off Gtinyma*.
