mouth, and the gnnt- l̂fiti bug !H usunlly
scoured iu n hempen net ou tho back, tho
eads of tho not securely tied over tho ahoul-
dor and under tho nrtaa, Hko a knapaack.
Bach of tho cooliea had n bng of n thoue-
nnd. rupees placed insido tho Hour-bag,
with aeprinkliiig of floin.- over it, tho bag
secured aa usual in tho netting, nud pre-
senting tho ordinary appearance i;f a pro-
vision-bng. Their orders woro : always to
remain together; norcr to rest or pasa a
night, in a villngc, but to bivouac in somo
unfrequented nud sheltered spot; when it
baenmo necessary lo purckasu provisions,
ouo man only was lo fu.iva tlio hnlt-ptaco,
and go ta tho nearest villago to do so, ro-
turning at ouca to hia com pjtti ion a, Tlio
cUuprossio had. command of the pnrly.

In tliiti maunor they progressed eovoral
days without ndvonturo. Passing through
Phodi, they toiled throiigh tho rice-
fields of tho hot nnd stifling valley of 13nln,
'liouco, untdunllynsceiidiDff, they crossed
ito puss of tho Mag-tibn raitgo, famous for
ts uiiiRuificont viow of tho snowy rango—
nassing on throngh magnilleout forsst of
oukjbuceb, niul uuesinut, they reached tho
ptoturesqiio villngo of Lnluri, with its wal-
nut groves—wlienco, (loacoutiing ngsin
ovor grassy slopea, they struolc tho Ganges
near Than, Prom hero, for souio thirty,
ir forty miles, they hail to movo up tho
•alloy, mostly lilong tho banks of tho rivor.
Joaving this again, they had to straggle
iv n prooipitous hill-side, amidst somts of
hograudostBoouoiynf India, mid pasting

ovor nu elevation of about, tou tliousuuu
Foot, thoy again descended to tho bank
of the river, nud pursued a rugged path
amidst crags nnd bouldars; nnd lute an tho
vam'ng of tho fourth or fifth dny they
ouud shelter in a small cavo uoar thi

bridgo ot Dangal, whiob, they would huTi
to cross the following morning.

The bridgo of Dangal, which, haro spans
a nnrruw chasm of the Ganges, was tho
most tlnngoroua part of their journoy.
Tho rivoi*, nnrruw and lieimncd in bnwoun
mighty roclts, rushci along its ragged bod
"ivith fearful impetuosity nnd a nmsa liko
.hundur: it is hoio of great depth, but only
iboiit Ufiaoji y.ir(]a across, Tho britl^o is
)f iho very rudest construction: two trunks
of trees, loosuly Kocured togethar by twigs,
mid only tiEtaclied to either sboio by looso
stones placed on their extremities, form n
tremulous and insecure ptisan^o, about
twoitfyicct ahavo iho mrtaoeal tho boiliup
torrent. Tho hardy mountaineers, crtm
when uuweightfd, iiavo to cross with the
utmost caro mid precaution; but ft>r tlio
coolio carrying a burden, iho passayo
indeed 11 duiigiToi™ ovdcnl, r.nd ra')ro thn
one unftirfuiiiifo nntivo has lieen known I
[ixpiato with hi.t lifo a trip or lOmiblo on
this deadly bridge.
