Tho fossilized skeloton u 36 foot
Inlongth, and weighs 2,670 pounds. I t is
not ia tho likeness »f anything; nan living
on the earth, aud in tho opinion of tho
scientists who have oxnminod it, it is nn-
liko in loveral rcspoot* to any fosail roptilo-
ever before discoverod. Comparing tha
spinal column with that of existing reptiles,
it is believed thnt the living animal must
have bean at least aovon foot in oircnmfer-
enc« at the larger part of tho body. It is
BuppoBodthisintercslingcreattiroflonrisheil
aboutonc-holftnilliou joara ago.—Pritirh
Partner [Chicago).
