Year by yenr, tho fame of Augolica
nuCnintiii lueroaseJ, and BLO trnvulcd

from town to town through Italy Bbfl mot
everywhere with cordial receptions, in
her joui-noyit filio natnrally foil i " with
miin.Y English tourists, from moro tliau one
of whom stio pceivcil warm, prossiug in-
vitatiouB to visit England—invitatinns of
wliich &he ilctermiucd to avail hcrsalF, nud
to prepare for which ebe njiplied herself to
ths study of the iangungo of tho country.
HIIO inloailGd fur a timo to make her homo.
Sle speedily aequirod fi knowledge of tho,
to bar, Botnowlmt difficult tongue, (for An-
golicn, fuuongsthar numornus acaoniplisli-
tiifinta, was uu admimblo litifiniit, fmiiiiiir
with five or six of tlie European InccimjOH, ]
and in tho year 1770 arrived in London,
and took UD her temporary nboda with n
family whoso acquainUuco Bho had made
iuVouicc. She was not IOHR in England
betorn being introducoil to tho man wlin
(it that tioio ranked pio-emiaent in nrt—
Sir Joshua Iicynoldn. Tbe acquaintance
ripened into intimaoy, aud ultimately, on
tho gentlamaa'a side, into love; but An-
golica refused to listen to the oiitpourinp;
of tbo famous pniulcr'H pasaiuii, nml Btcndi-
]y deeliued to ontcrtnin tlia proposals of

Pealing, perhaps, tho necossity ol boms
lurther protection thim that of hor now-
mado Euglish friends, Angelica nroto to
her father, begging him to mnlto London
!iia borne, & all nvents for a time. Ho nc-
cocdod to her request, and father and
daughter whoro soon icstallod in the thou
fashiDaablo lonality of Golden Square, in a
house before which day by day a string of
carriages appertaining to th i grcntort in
tbs lanri drew up wbilo tuoir c . t c r j enjoy-
cd t i e coyotod j)leftsnrc of a taw momont's
couvorantion mth tho idolised Angelina.—
And BO tho humblo Swiss girl bccimo u
fasIiioQabla notability in Lotidou, forced
iuto a prominent position by tbe power of
her groat beauty nnd marvelous tnlonts,
and so she enslaved tbo gay world, who
I>ro3trated themselves before her, offering
hearts, money, intents, nnd titles in ex-
clmngo for her hand, To all, however, the

eou3wer was returned; tlio fair Angelica
elitl h«arb-.vholo, ami devoted more to

nrt than to its votaries.

So aba continued, despita tho unmoroas
Attempts made ID lead her captive) to tbe
altar, till tho appearance on tho scsno of
ono Isnown us Iho Count Horn,, who, in his
wny, beaaino nlraostas much tlio fashion as
Angelioii herself, Gifted by naturo with a
Lnud3omo face and plausible tongue, blessed
—30 ho gave out—with on enormous for-
tunes nai an old Swedish title, ho obtained
iuttotJurtiou into tho best aocioty, and by
liu Tendy adoption of tho HporU nnd vices
of the day spcedi'y ingratintcd himself
with the ".vonug bloods" with whom
he was. brought into contact. Wheth-
er it was.th8 faoo', the wealth, • or tho
title, we aim lmnlly hazard n, gueas; but
Angelica Knuffmonn sucauiubcd when tlio
Count Horn laid siege to bor heart, and
promised to become his wifo< Tbo greater
portion of tbo fnsliiauabla world wore pres-
ent, at tho wflildiug; gilts sliowei*eil upon
tbo bndo, contraUtlutiuna upon Lhu bride-
gronin, the bolls rang out their merriest,
and, for a Bliort time, Angelica's marriage
proDjiaed to ha a happy one. - Hut scarcely
had tho world ceniwcl io talk of tho c(*rn-
raonial which had made tbo young Swiss
artist a wife, tliau a strange rumor rose
end passed from mouth to moutb. respect-
ing a second Count Horn Umn in England.
Piiea by.picoo tbo story leaked out. It
wna discovered that Angelica .had boon
made the dupe nf an unscrupulous nil-
vouturor—a discharged BQrvnu(>—who, bav-
iug i>urloincd hit master inouey and titlo,
palmedhimself upon thoworld (vsa Swedish
nobleman, nnd ia that cbaractor had Bought
nnd outaiucd tbo hand of Augohea
Kiiiiffniam] in tuarriagfl. I t was no Count
with whom abe had linked imr fata, but a
thief nnil ft forger—a criminnl who, lint for
tlio leniency und consideration of tho roal
Svredisb xoblemftni might have ended his

in prisiit. As it was, lid was promised
nil pension on condition of nb3onting

hiaisolf forever from England. Ho tigrceil
to tho condition and took tlie pension.

Tbis terrible blow to tho pride, if not to
tha bcirt, of tho Swiss artistbroughtaboiit
a great ohuugo in hor modo of life. Still
remaining in England, aho prosecuted bar
pointing with vigor, but from all ball-
parties and fashiombla tlissi]]atians sha x\i-
stained, devoting hor sociuty almost ontiro-
ly tu hor father, and aaiaisluR considom-
blo fortuno by tho eiereiso of tho talonts
with which Profidenou had endowed liur.
Year cftor year passed by quietly aud
monotonom ly, till at last the news reach od
her that tho self-styled Cjiiut Horn was
deud, aud tlut sho was a widow.

'A second rnitrriagc," oaya Johnson, "is
tho triumph of liopo ovor cinorionco," It
wan cucluiuly tJ iu Augdlici'a aim, who,
shortly after iho lecoipt of intelligonco
which could not hr.vo been other than
welcome, bestowed her hand upon nn old
Italian acquaintance, nun Antonio Zncclii,
-with whom she loft England to reads in
Venice. Uufortunately for Angelica, Uor
seeoud tanrriago WAS r.lmo3t as disostrons—
though in a totally difforont way—as hi>r
first.
