on tno question, and so. violontly
' cnemiespress the point that tho

ild'puritan women of New England
ould hardly bo restrained from jumping
town their own walls when they hoard
lio had boon elected Prcsidont, So, too,
in the later years of his life, some au-
thorities say that Ban. Franklin^ tha or-
eclo of the revolution, could not fully
make up his mind on tho point, and;
