Interior tbo following extract from tbo
report of Captain Wm, Ludlow, Corps
of. Eagincors, on tbo roooniioissanoo to
the BlackHillaiuJulyand August, 1S74:

Whatever may ultimately bo deter-
_iiaed as to tUa criBtonco of largo
atsounta of precious motal iu tho Clack
WIIM (and tha ovidonco gatliorod on tho
trip Mta, I conclude, on the whole dis-
couraging to ttio BUpnosition) tho real
wealth and valuo ot tho country are be-
ond doubt \cry-great. "Utterly dissira-
ar in character to tho remaining parti-

tion of tbo territory In which it lies, its
fertility and freshness, its variety and
resources, and delightful cUcmte, tho
romotion it affords both againb tho tor-
id lieats and arctio storms cf tho noigh-
oring prairies, will oventnally mal;o it
lie bam6 ot a thronging population.

To this, however, tho final notation of
the Indian question Is so iudispensiblo
preliminary, Tho region is cherished
ly tho owners both na a lraBticg-gromiil
nd an nsvltrai. Tlio more far-sighted,

anticipating tho titna "whoa hunting tlio
buffalo will no longer suffico for uuste-
aancc, have looked forward to BettUvg
in and about tho Black Hills as their fa-
tuxe parmnnont home, and there await-
ing tho gradual exbinetion •which is tbeir
Tata.

Even if under th« au-
thority'of tho reservation Indiana tlio
oconpation of the Blnck Sills BhoulA be-
come possible, Battlements Hero eould
only \>a proUictOtl by force nwl tho pros*
once uf ft cousidorablo railitnry power.
Hostile icoiiTsiona would not bo infro-
qaont, nor an occaaional masflscro nnliko-
ly, (md these are conditions unfavorable
to a rapid and permanent increase of
population. Tho Indians bavo no coun-
try farther west to tphieh thoy cau emi-
grate, and only tba Saskatcbewaa coun*
try, north of tho United States bounda-
ry, and which is still t ie ranga of. tlio
bnflalo, ofTcru them apossiblo homo.

It is probable tbat tbo best mo to bo
made of tbo Block Hills for tbo next fifty
years would bo os tho permanent reser-
vation for tbo Sioux, where thoy could
bo taught occupations of a pastoral char-
acter, which, of all serai-civilized menus
of subsistence, and tesult in rclioving
tho Urnttia States Government of tlic
burden of their support.
