The list of special buildings m con
stantly increasing, nud present indica-
tions ara that their total number will be
from 200 to 250. Moit of tho important
forsign nations—England, Qormany,
Austria, France, Swadon, Egypt, Japan,
and othora—crc patting up oue or more
structures each, for exhibiting purposes,
or for the use of tho commissioners,' ex-
hibitors nnd visitors. Offices and head-
quarters of this kind, usually of consid
erablo architectural beanty, nre provided
br tbo Stato of Pennsylvania, Ohio, In-
diana, Illinois, Miohigan, Sow Jersey,
New York, Connecticut, Massachu-
setts, Now Hampshire, Miijsouri, Kansaa,
Virginin, West Virginia, Ksvadn, Wig-
cousin, Iowa, and l)elowarc; nnd it is
likely that others will fallow the exam-
ple.

A number of Trade and Industrial

liile, q.uito a number of individual ex-
hibitors. Tho groat [Ionian da for Epaco
will probnbly render this course ue-
enasary to a considerable extent, espec;
iaily for exhibitors who hava been tar-
dy in making their applications. In
the Main Exhibition Building, fur ox-
ample U3!3,3O0 square feet of space, had
been applied for by tho beginning of
Ootober by American exhibitors ouly;
whereas tho aggregate spnea which it
has been possible to reserve for the Uni-
ted States Department, is only 100,000
Bqunro feet, about one-third ol which
will bo consumed by passage way*.

Pike's Peak. Tbo pony had often been
seen by other hunters leading the bison
bird, and had lonr been known as tho
property of an old citizen now absent
Irving, bolieving that he could capturu
the pony, was appointed by Justice Lyou
a deputy constable fur tliatpurpoae, and
he accordingly left Colorado Springs-
about tea days ago, .nountod on a mult)
with lariat, riflo and mountain outtlt.

A Wild Woman
Wo lately noted the appecrancs of a

je&utiful young woman, who was evi-
dently demented, iu the woods along the
Alhiinj nnd ScheuccUdy turnpike, She
was captnrcd recently by a party of
young man, but fought no viciously, with
the aid of n pair of eharp-poiuted scissors,
that she broke away and escaped. A few
days siucD a uiau named Louis Ilourbaki
made his appearance nt Kcams' Hotel,
near the Albany end Sclienectndy turn-
pike, in tho town of Watcryliot, nutl
uskad tha bnr-teuder to give liim all the
information ho could about tho wild girl.

that locality nnd Mr. Bourbaki proceeded
to tho wood to Ho ia nait uuttl'sho might
niako her ai)pcarance^ But waited to-
gether'a long time, as sho noomed to bo
cautious about venturing out of her
hiding place iinc'o tier conflict with the
young men somo two weeks ago. The
party soon divided, threo going in one
direction and two in another. ; Ia this
way they walked nbaut tho woods nearly
all night About 4 o'clock tlio ncrt
morning Harrison end Iiumbly, who)
want alone, heard a cry as if from somo
female in distress, and traced it to a
cavo iu a deop ravine. After a short
consultation between thorn it was settled
that Harrison should remain and natch
her, while Lumbly returned tu apprise
tho rest of thoir success. A,few minutes
after his departure Bho commenced to
cry aud wring her Lands, at tha tamo
timo muttering somo sentences in the
Franch language.

Arsenic Eaters,
At a meeting of Germa* natural pliil-

osopliDrs in Vienna, Dr. Knapp intro-
duced two nrsBuio-eaturfl from Styria-;
tbe ono ate 0.30 gramme of yellow sul-
phuret of arsenic, tho other 0.40 gramme
of arsenic arid, in sight ot thausenbly.
In his lecture on the arsanic-eaten, Dr.
Knapp Baidnuioug othorthinga :—"It is
difficult to give any certain particulars
as to the increase ia number of arsenic-
eaters, I have convinced myself tha1

thero exists lnnnv of them in Upper
Styrin, and also.iu Middle Styrin. Very
many stablo-boyR, ostlers, wood-cutton
and forrestera aro known to mo as
arsenic-enters; oven tho fotnate BOX ia
addicted to tho practice. Many began
already at seventeen or eighteen years of
ngo to tako arsenic, anil continued it t<
a great age. Most arsenic-caters kec|
tbo mattor secret, so that it is impossibl
tu give accurate statistics. They all
tissign as their motives, for indulging in
the habit Hint it prevents illness; furtlier,
tlicii' wish tn lonk rosy aud healthy; that
it is n remedy against difficulty of
breathing, and nssista tho digestion of
indigestible food. A poacher in Upper
Styria, who made experiments in my
presence of eating nrsonio, told me ho
Lad acquired courns0 by the habit.

"Tbo appearance of tbo arsenic-saton.
in nil caaofl known to me jfl healthy and
robust. I think only robust persons can
become accustomed to the prnctico.
Some of them attain a great ago. Thui
in Zoiring I naw a cliarcoal burner up-
wards of seventy, still strong and hearty,
who, I was told, hud taken arsenic for
inara than forty years. I heard, too, of
a cbfitnois hunter of nighty-one who had
long been used to cat arsenic. I never
observed an nmonic oaehozy in thoao ad-
dioloil to the habit I t certainly Imp-
pencil once that such an arsonic-oatcr (a
[enthcr-drosser's apprentice in Ligist,
18(15), whilo intoxicated, took too much;
thereby poisoning himself severely. Ao-
cording to hia owu account ho had taken
ii piecu as largo, as a bean. Ho entirely
recovered, however, nnd uto nrsonio al-
Lorwarda, but more carefully. As fnr aa
my observations extend, white arsenic,
namely, arsenic, As.-Si {orpiment], are
taken, an then in a dry Btate, alone- oi
oil bread. .;, ,

"The dose is of cottrso vary email »l
first, nnd is gradually increased, tho lar-
gest quantity eaten m my presence by
tho poacher in Zeiring beiug fourteen
praiaraea. A certain Mattbtw Schober,
in Lingist, nto seven' and ono-hali
grammes before mo on tlio 17th of April,
1865. Tho intervals, too, at which ar-
senic ia taken vary—every fortnight,
every week, twice or threo tirara a week.
