Although tliu.coluuius of tho i»ublio

press liavn clirmiiclod much in regard to
Colorado's roaouicen, advaatagos' and
natural nttrnctlons, yot, Tin' t h e
snocdy admission into tlio Union, somo-
tuing further from tho oomiugCepton-
nial Stato may not bo dovoid of interest
to Eastern raiders. Colorado contains
an area of 100,000 square* miles, and
ranks noxt after '1'OKHS nnd California in
size. This eastern third ii taken up by
tbo great plainB tbot riso grftduully from
tlio' Missouri Hivor vest far a distunco
of COO milos to the base of tho Rooky
•Motmtiiips, M'lioro tlio/ hova an eleva-
tion of about one milo aboyo SQU IOTQI.
Tha contral third of the territory is oo-
capied hj tho Itookjr Uountnia zni
its spun and foot-hills, nnd tha gri
Bjatom of parks. Tho main range here
Attains an oltitndo of from 12,000 to
14,610 foot-above ecu lBvel, extending
far above "limber lino" and every spe-
cies of vegetation. At intervals through
this mountainous region, for a diatanco
of 100 miles from east to west, and for
400 milos north nnd south, tire located
the rich nnd oxlitmatlcsa belts of gold
mid silver lonios, ns well us ottousiro do-
posits of eopnor, iron, salt, gypsum and
otlmi" vnlnnulo mmornla'Hint will here-
after bo cxtonaivoly milled. Tlio gold
veiua avo usually found at elevations of
from 7,000 to 10,000 foot, and tho silror
leposita at from tlosi olovnî oiis to tho
luinmit of lho raaiu range. Tba wes-
tern third of Colorado is composed of
mountains, parks and valleys, watorod
by tho Gmnd Oajorado und its tributa-
ries, and comprises much oxecllont farm-
ing nnil grazing, ns wall ns mineral land.

Take, again, tlio instanco of n collier's
ivifu iu tha Blaok Country, who works ut
ilium-making about tea hours a day, for
Is. though, if she bad taken her work to
m honest mastor, Bho might have bad
L2i. ' Out of this, before she can take

iftby, whilst slio works; 2s. a week for

r Jmezes (i. e,, firing for hgr nail-

tanco. I t is truo, this may not bo the
ttamo in evory case ; but; in far too many
It is. My experience is. that tho chief
mcounigers of such labor as this aro tho
middlomen,' tho 'foggcrs,' and the
•drunkardB.' Intelligent ohain-makors
uggest that all females oommencc work
iot earlier than eight A. M., and do not

work later than sevoa p, u. ; that otory
ooupier or owner of̂ a chain-shop should
io served with a copy of the rules of tha
.ratio, which it shoufd bo compulsory by
atr to IIAVO hung up in tha Buop J thnt
;bo factory act holidays bo applied to
;haia «hops. Tho 'middlemen' aro a
great cuise to tho trade, for to such tho
ioor drunkard flics who cannot carry on
Tom week's ond to wook's ond, to re-
:eiva the wages of a few hours' labor,
and, of course, at reduced prices. The
woman with a drunken husband is much
in tbe same plight. Lots of thoco mid-
lL'emen' koep public-houses and 'tommy'
.ihops, and carry on a system of 'track.1

Tans, if a workman would decline to
spend hie money at his employer's bouse,
"ie gets no mora work, and cannot, thoro-
Joro, rofuse. Drink thoy must hnvo, and
drink they will have, whethor tboy
starve their familas or not. The sani-
tary condition of tbe shops is ofton bad.
Women certainly, work ofton iu an ad-
vanced state of pregnancy ; bat thon, in
the chain shops most of it is handiwork
and no olivor. Not many days einea a
talc -was related to me, by an ironmaster,
of what happened iu a brickyard, near
Bilstou, n short time back. l b s mana-
ger noted a Rirl, carrying olay, looking
exceedingly ill. Thinking sho had beon
drinking over night, ho exclaimed:
'Why,, Clara, you don't look up to mnch
this morning ?' 'No moro would you,*
WMI lho retort, 'it you had had a child
daring tho night.' On another occasion
ho callftd ia at, Mrs. Coolie' school, closo
to which was a chain shop. After tho
visit to tho school I called in at this
chain shop, atid found a tall, lanky boy
'blowing.' I said, 'I supposed he wna
was 13 V This bo indignantly denied.
To my question if ho went to school, I
got tho reply thnt 'his mother said
Lo was not to go.' 'Where is your
father?' 'In Jaill' 'What for V 'For de-
serting mother'nnd us.' The following
in tho truth of tbo story :—Her husband,
an anchor smith, could cam £3 a week.
For eight montli9 he had not given her a
penny. Sho hnd a large family, which sbo
supported ns best she could. Tho poor
woman, nt last getting wearied out,
throw liersoU on tho pnrisb, who prnsc
catcd her husbatid, and tlio justices Bunt
tbe man to jail, though ho offered to pay
all expenses.'
