Huge
boulders were thrown out of tho mouth
of tbe tunnel by tbs compressed air as -
if they had becm pebbles, and the shook
of tho snub was like that of tn earth-
quake. Tho dissolution of the mountain. •
appears to be still going on, and there is
no predicting how much nyiro desola-
tion i s to ensue in that quarter.

The Chauncy mine IB operated b y
Messrs. Albright, Son, Roberts & Co,,
nnd tho Grand Tunnel is under tha con-
trol of the Susquehonua Coal Company.
Once or two cavingu in tho mines have
taken, place in other uorts of the valley
during the post two weeks, and from
tha peculiar coincidences in the matter
tho idea is gaining strength that tho cas-
ultiflS BTO the result of a slight earth
quake which passed through the valley ,
in a northeasterly and southwesterly di-
rection.
