SJUS who reported to Hit IIOBUB on this
subject stated that them would be no
difficulty wliatefer in securing as much
laud as might be required, either for
cultivation or building purposes. Tba
Governor aud Kadi of Jerusalem assur-
ed him of the readiness of the Turkish
Government to render every possible as-
sistance to encourage any industrial
scheme for tha promotion of the welfare
of the pooplo iii tlio Holy Land. Tho
French and American consuls also nflnnr-
ed him of their willingness to assist. Sir
Moses fitutcs thdt a great struggle may
arise in tbe future between ths educated
or Progressist party— those who do not
cume to tho Holy City from religious
motives, but from reasons connected
with (.pedal circnmstaucss—and tho
strictly Conservative party, whoso sole
abject In goiiic to Jerusalem was the
preservation of their religion. During
hi3 Bliort Btay at Jaffa Sir Moses Moute-
llore notices some indications to that ef-
fect Sir Moses gives a long account of
the different institutions established in
Jerusalem for the benefit of the poor.
There are a soup kitchen, n lorn socMy,
whose object it id to make advances with-
out interest; n lioapioo, which provides
overy poor person coming to Jerusalem
with grataions board ana lodging uutil
ho may h&vo prooorBd for himself a suit-
able residence; three building- BOD'C-
ties, Ac. Sir Moses says ; "I had some
conversation on tho subject of general
drainage in Jerusalem with a gontlomau
of authority. Eo told me that all the
refuse of tho city is now carried into the
pool oE Botheatia, which, strange to soy,
I woo informed, in oloso to the house in-
tended for tho barntokJ, nnd the sol-
diers living then) appear Dot to experi-
ence the least friconverianco on account
of Its vicinity. If arrangement* could
bo nrnde to clear tliat pool entirely, to
admit pure water only, and to dig spe-
cial pools for the purpose of conducting
there the city drains, Jerusalem might
beoomo free, from any threatening epi-
demic. All the doctors in Jerusalem
assured mo that the Holy City might ho
reckoned, on account of the parity oE
its ntmuunherc, one of tho healthiest of
places." Sir MOBOS speaks of the skilt
of Jewish mechanics in Jerusalem, wher-
»s it has been said that there are no
Jewish mechanics in tho Holy City. Sir
Moses - caw watchmakers, engravers,
lithographers, sculptors, goldsmiths,
bookbinders and carpenters, and, ha
says: "all did their work most satisfac
torily." A watchmaker into whoso
bands ha gnve a valuable repeater for
repair put it, withiii a very Bliort time,
into oxcellout order. Tho sams mau, iu
addition to his skill oa a watchmaker,
displayed also great talent as a Hebrew
eabgmphist Ho presented Sir Moaes
Montenoro with a grain ot wheat on
which were written nineteen lines, form-
ing an acrostic on the namo of tbo ven-
erable pbikuthropist. The traveller
states that he has had overy opportunity
of convincing himselt th»t tUo Jena axe
eager and willing to engage in any kind
df labor, agrienltoral or otherwise, which
will obtain for them tho nocossarioi of
life anil place them above the need of
tho charity of thoir banevolout co-relig-
ionistB.

This
growing prevalence to neuralgia miiy to
some extent ho rcfarred to tho effecta of
cold upon tho terminable branches of
the nerves uistrilmteu. to the Bk'n *. end
tbe ic&aon. why mon are less subject to it
than ifomon may to a great extent be ex-
plained by tho muoh greater protection
afforded by the modo in whioh tho for-
mer cover their heads when they ore In
tho ouen nir. It may bo o"bsarved that
aba surface of the head which is actttal-
ly covered in man is at least three times
taut which fashion allows to women;
indeed, tee points of contact between
tho - bat or bonnet and the head in tho
latter ore so irregular aa practically to
destroy any protection which might oth-
erwise bo afforded.
