Ho was
aatnroily girted wilu rjreat mathematical all l i-
ty, anda lore for tlio ntudy of Astrouumy, but
KM ritlicr eccentric and not very popular ai a
teacher. For inauy years ho lived in this vi-
cinity at Hanover Keck, and was relied on by
iho people in thla district to examine loader*
applying for tlioir school.

An Incident in this mau'i Ilfo will servo to Il-
lustrate what obflorvatlon lu many other caies
has taught, that Rreit and tec a rate learning,
and ability to tcacb, are not always allied. Ez-

Fali-child, who, In 1830, hud eitabiiohed n se-
lect school at Mcudhani, was induced by Iho
great fatno of Mr. Young i s a natural mat lie-
maliclan, to engago him s i a special teacher In
that branch of study. Mr. Vouug, although
purfect master of thoaubjoct in all iU brsnehos,
Has not succoisful ai a teacher, because of bis
want or ability tu Intpirt his knowledge to bis
pnplla.

InLoncrMontrillonoigbborboodwoaro able
to traco the location of six different school
buildings within about one hundred yoars pait. '
Tito first a log building, was probably eroded
prior to 17C0, and stood on tho west slope of
Horse Keck mountain, nearly oppoelte Ibe
ireaanli-oaidcncoorAxariabCrano. Anoologo-
iarian, Mr, Lovi Stilus, nays he bas a distinct
