French Duels.
A Paris letter says:—"Franco has al-

Wlieu soldiers fall out they urc not onlv
permitted, but nro compelled by their
officers to settle tlioir disputes by mor-
tal rrbitramont Two privatu soldiers
quarreled tho other day nt Dijon, on
BOtno trivial question. They would,
perhaps, Imvodrowued their tlisnuto in '
'canon* at tho canteen; hut tbo French
Eoldier ia not permitted to mibmit to a
peaceful termination of a quarrel.
Theso two mon were sent forth to hack
and hew each otiiertodaatb,andinafcw
minutes tbo youngor soldier w(W killed
bv his comrade. Two days p*st young
M. Qoruudet, who is now serving in the
ranks as a volunteer, was grossly insult-
ed by a trooper who has gained much
glory in tbo regiment by the frequency
of his duels. This spadaisin having pub-
licly outraged SJ. Cornndct, the laws of
honor compelled b in to strip to tho
waist, and lo stand up and bo slashed by
tho nan who had outraged him. Tho,
duel took place, and this gentleman,
tho grandson of Marshal Sachet, has
been 6oriously wounded. Three of his
fingers lopped off, and a fearful gas'h in
big arm, oro the result*. Thcro aro *
mnny regulations in the frocch army
worthy of being iutradiicod into oar 'ar-
ticles of wnr,'but this flystem of dnel-

ling is not one of them.
