Fn September last ono dried np, or ran
iff. and U-ft baBbels upon bushels of fish_
n Uoice of water about upon the bottom
if tbo lake. In January another, abont
ko miles from this, did'the same thing,
ltd now Orassy Pond, a lake covering
iboutfWc hundred asres, just between
tho two above-mentioned, has left its
millions ot flab out o£ •water. About

ireo weeks ngo it was reported that tho
utors of this lnko were sinking below

-iw-wnter mnrt, and every day or two we
would bear that it was still going down.
Last Friday a report spread nil over tbo
country lilio wiUfiie Ibat Grassy Pond
was low enough to rake tbo fish out with
nots, and by sundown moro than one
liundrcd people liad collected at tba
plaea. Some bad dip nets, novae bad
cast nets, and thero was ono seine in tho
party, Tbe first bo.nl witti tlio Beina
caught enough gtroufc, jeck, bream and
Gpeoklcd i>oreh to mako a "mess" for
over; on a present. During that night
all tua water disappeared, and there wero
millions of fiali left dead upon dryland.
Saturday, next Say, tbo planters bitched
up their wugon3 nnd h&n.ed load after
load and scattered tbcm ia their Holds
for manure, and thousands were left at
tbo mercy of buzzards, hogs and other
creatures of prsv. Sucb quantities of
tlsh and such destruction lias never becu
known in tho history of Lowades county.
No ono crer drenoiod that thero was half
that quantity of fish in Grawiy Pond,
though, it wns celebrated for its flue
flshiog-gmuuds iu tha spring of tbo year.
Tho other two lakes ttbove-aicntinQeu did
not run thns completely dry, nud tbo
fish that wtjro not cnught wero saved by
the water returning in a few days from
its bidden retreat iu tbo bosom of tho
oartb. Wo learn tbat Grassy Pond is
filling up ngiiin, but it ia too late to save
tbo finny tribe. Theso Btatcmonts uro
not at all exaggerated, and cue bo testi-
fied to by novcral hundred pooplo living
in this county, though, it is raarvcllotiy
ta nU.— Vuldosta ((?«.)
