8. And bo i t ennotodj That any asso-
elation of persons herctoforo incorporat-
ed under any spccinl act of tlio logisln-
turo aro hereby authorized to organize
under this aot in tho manner provided
in tbo first section ; aud upon tiling a
certificate of tho corporate name of such
association, as required by the second
section, nil tbo right, titlo and interest
of any association heretofore incorporat-
ed, in nny estate, real or persona], shall
ba vested to tlio said body . cuniamtn .
and politic so created, nud tlie original
incorporation of sucb. association ahull
ba mill nnd void.

0. And be it enacted, Thnt any asso-.
ciuliou of persons heretofore organized,
but net incorporated, for tbo general
purposes nnd in tho general manner pre-
scribed by this net, ahull ba doomod und
bold to bo incorporated under this net,
to nil intents nnd purposes, in law and
in fnct, upon tho truatees filing a certifi-
cate of thu corporate unmo uf such asso-
ciation, na require"1 by the tecoud sec-
tion,1 nnd nil tlia right, titlo nnd interest
of nny such assochtiou in nny properly,
privileges or franchises Bhall bo vested
in tho Haid body corporate nudpalititj
so created ; nnd tho trustees ur other of-
ficers hcroloforo elected or appointed
Bhnll hold tb»ir offices for tbo terms for
which they wcro elected, respectively,
ami until others aro elected iu their
place.

10. And bo it enacted, Tbat tho legis-
lature may at nny timo niter, modify or
rupenl this net, and mny also nnnal cr
repeal tho cbnrlor of nuy association in-
corporated under nudby'virtuo of tho
provisions of this act; and the nama
ahull tako effect immediately,
