In tbo Bummer of 1831, a cloud of
itormy spiritB EGometl to be hovering
iver the city of Now York. Questions
if tbe day, ve are wont to call tbe themes

which divide And diutract men, .But
with the vision of tbo seers of old, ve
might discern the actual * etipcrhainan
igeucies wLich BO mysteriously sway
iumanity, either for evil or for good ; for
ril when we may think ii good, for good
ihen we may pronounce it evil.

Native Americanism, Anti-Masonry,
and Anti Jackaonism vote among the
elements then aturing the city, and after
the 4th of July of that year another
spirit, destined to a sway superior to all,
ippcired among them.

The excitement of the
political riots of the preceding April had
scarcely subsided. The hearts of tbe

The fadics cud otlicr members, with tli
orchestra, had. gathered, and on tho
arrival of their President, Justice Oliver!
JI. Lowndea, and tbo Vice-President,

This waa wsfatedby the
Hacks, and the altercation grew into a
scene of personal violence, which gath-
ered a crowd about. tho Obapel.
