Iho Sutro Tunnel, though it is de-
signed for private rather than public
uses, will rank among tbe great engineer-
ing works, not only of thin, but of nny
ige, Tbe tunnel was designed to afford

horizontal outlet for tho immense de-
oEits of Bilrer ore in wbat is known as

the ComBtock lode under Virginia City,
[Q Nevada. Tbeso deposits" aro 2,000
feet below tlio suifaco "f tbo bills under
which tley He. At a rough estimate
3,000 tons of waste rock tine lifted 2,000
feet daily, and the wa'-or haa to be
pumped into% system of cistern* 200
feet apart, at enormous labor and ex-
panse. The tunnel was projected by
Adolf Sutro, a Gannon engineer, and
begins in the Carson Valley, four miles
east of tbe lodo, wbiob It ia intended to
pierce at a depth of 2,000 feat. It Laa
now been driven over 16,000 feet into
tbe mountain, and is progressing at tbe
rate of about eighty foot per week. Four
perpendicular shafU were started, at
equal distances along tbe ronte, from tbe
surface, to meet the main tunnel. The
workings from tbe first shaft and the
entrance met about three years ago. Tbo
second shaft encountered a body of

itor, which burst oat so suddenly tbat
tbo workmen wera obliged to flee for
their llvt*, slid the shaft well.

Tbo main tunnel reached this shaft in
1875, and drained tbo water. Tbe third
ihafb was also drowned out, and tbo
fourth bas not reached tbe lovel of tbo
tunnol. Tlio headway which Is made 1B
unexampled in the history of engieeer-
ing, owing partly io tbe firm nature of
tbe rock, and tbo question of its com-
pletion is only a matter of a short time.
A ganglion of tunnels Trill follow tbo
veins in all dircotionB, and the water will
drain itself into tlio Carson River, while
theoro and waste rook will be easily run
out ou the horizontal railroad.
