lliat, they could be frozen up uay length
of time uod the warm suuBhine would
roviro them. In 1817 I tried animal
poisons to see wbnt effect they would
produce an Ioousts. I put tbe poison
im celery, which the IOCUBU prefer to
otbor vegrtoblca, nnd after ' obsorviog
Iho effect, formed the opinion tbnt they
lould eat their weight of HOT asimal
)biaon without ill effect to them. As
Hiou'ns they hatched out and omnmenc-
od eating in Aljril, 1875,1 took a can of
coat-oil.unil a pan fur tbe purpose of
tnnkiuga nggot to burn some that bad
jiiHt commenced 00 my wueat,; coming
from a sandy knoll in tbo field.

Ia a recent lecture delivered in Edin-
burgh on "Tbe Stars,1" Professor Grant
gave a graphic idea of Ibe immensity ot
space. He Rnid a railway train traveling
night and day at tho rate ot fifty tnllcM
an hour would rencb tbe moon in six
nxmtuB, tho sun in Iwn hundred Tears
and'Alnba Oentauri, the nearest ot the
fixed stars, iaJprtytwomilltouft of years.
A ball fronVV&ni), travoling at the rate
ot nine hundred miles aa hoae, would s
reach Alpha Gentaari in 2,700,000years;
whtlo 'lifrtir, trnvolinff as it did nt tbe -
rate of 165,000 tnilen in a soantd, would
not reach it ia lora than tbreo years.
Light from soraa-'ot tbo telescopic stars
would .tako 6,760 years tu reach tlie
cartb ; and from some of these clusters
the distance wns so great Mint light would
take half a million ot years to pass to
tho earth, BO tbat we saw "bjects not us.
tliej really are, but as tbe.v were half a
million ot yean ago. Thcao stars might
liave beeomo extinct thousands of years -
ago, and yet their light tnigtit prc&eut
itself to us. As t i tlie magnitude of the
stars; be noticed tbat it was computed
.that Ahilia Lyra was one hundred bil-
lions of miles distant troai tho earth,
atirt its magnitude asd splendor were as
20 to 1 wuen compared with our sttn.
Similar investigations brought out the
factth&c onr suu was neither vastly
greater nor vastly less ihun the great
majority of tlio stars,
