Pce Died.

Tho true story of POWB death has never
been correctly toW. I t is this:

In the Summer of 1749 be left Now
York for Virginia. In Richmond be
met Mrs. Elmira Sheldon, whom ho had
known in his youth, renewed his ac-
quaintance, and in rt few weeks they
wort engaged to bo married. He wroU

off, and in a few hours bo was made
drunk. In this atata. bo wandered off
trom MB friends, WOB robbed and beaten
br ruffians, and left insensible in the
street all night. The' next morning be
was picked up and taken to the Mary-
land hospital. Be -was delirious with
jrain fever. He fWas well cored for by I
Lho phyaicianv but lie was beyond the
jkill of the doctors. Ho lingered two or
three days, and died on Sunday', Oct.
Tth, 1849,,in the thirty-eighth year of

The lady who was singing
stopped short. Tha orchestra followed
her example, nnd tbo audience, with
load exclamations, demanded tbe expul-
sion of tho offender. Ho was accordingly
seized, and required to namo himself.
He did so, and at the name of Mozart,
the clamor suddenly subsided into (
silenoe of rcupeclful info, which wits soou
succeeded by reiterated shouts of ap-
jilanBa, from nil sidos. I t was insisted
that tbe opera should bo re-commenced.
Mozart wax installed' In the orchestra,
and directed the whole performance.
Thin tirao tlia D sharp was played in iti
proper place, and the musicians them-
selTcs vero finrpriscd at the effect pro-,
dncod. Alter tbe open, •, tfouit WM
