very slow, tedious and painful
process. I t wr%* intensely cold inside
the pipn, and bo soon became benumb-
ed, ncd to announced in a feeble voice
to the men ntoitbor end, who wero lis-
tening, and wero boeomlnft. citwunoly
anxious for his welfare.
