cultivation. On tliis property tbey bavo
expended $050,000, having dug ono
mndred nud fifty miles of canals. I t is

divided into several ranches, ouo, of
rbich, containing six thonsaud acres,wo

were now about to visjt. After liaviug
driven two miles from the residence of
Mr. Obcator we entered tbe domain of
the "Beltevue" ranoli. Tlint ie a uame
most frequently givcu to einiticiices.
This estate lies on avtut pbdu, bnt tbe
Bellevuo exteuils to tbo biglt Sierros
froutJDg it on the enst.' Two thousand
ncres of tbe rsnob wcro taken in this
year. At present, therefore, tbero are
only four thousand undo? full cultiva-
tion, Tbe force employed consists of
one hundred and ilfty-flre whites and
ninety ObitiamQi>, wha receive on an
avorugo oue dollar per diem and tbeir
food. Three hundred mules and horses
nre kept at work, eight thousand bend
ofcattloare on tbe place, tbo flock of
twenty-two thousand sbeep occupying

lip uncultivated range. Wo drove
through altornate lots of wheat, barley
and alfalfa for ibreo.mites boforc rcacb-
iag tho house, and when there surveyed
beyoud tho lino for one mile, and on tlie
sides four miles of breadth, all waving
with alfalfa and grain. In tba absence
of tbo proprietors, Mr. Hunt received us
courteously -nud ' entertained us at
luncheon. Alfalfa, too, was bis pride and
delight.* Every liviug creature on tlia
runcb, excepting man, feeds on alfalfa.
The hogs, as veil as the horses, muli-s
and cattle, live on it when green and
fatten on it when dry. I ts roots strike
more tlinn tbrce feet into the soil, and
it never requires rcpluntins; unless tlio
grouud is broken up, While every year
there aro flvo crops of alfalfa there are
two only of wheat nod barley I Tbe in*
come of such iirddocts is of course very
grout, but as yet tho expanses arb enor-
mous, for it is tbe intention to reclaim
the whole one hundred nnd fort; thou-
sand acres, and tben the property will
be for sale " in small lota to suit pur

Educating Domes. •
Horses can be educated to' tbe extent

jf tboir understandings as well as ob[l-
Iren, and cau be aa easily damaged or '
uiued by bad uaungeiaeni. Tliegxeat

difference in horses us to vicious habits,
cornea much more from different man-
agement tbou from variance of natural '
disposition. Horses witb Uigti mettle
are more easily educated than those of
dull spirits, and more sUBceptiblo to 111
traiuiug. But horses with dull fipirita
are not by auy means*proof ogninst bid

innacement. for in tborn may often bo
tuna tbe most provoking obstinacy, and
icioos habits uf different character,

that render them almost, wortble&a.
Could the coming generations of honed
in thia country be kept, from their days
Dfcolthoud to tlie ago of five years, in
Iio hands of. good, careful managers,

tbero would :bs seen a vast difference in
the general oharaotore ot the animals.

with nticka, and the animal take it all as
a natural condition of things, if only
tdugbt by careful management that he
will not be injured thereby. There is a-
great seed of improvement in manage-
ment—less beating and moro education.

To Orercome Potato Hup .
Many remedies are suggested by which

those troublesome pests, tbe potato bBe-
tles, can be overcome*. Bom6 of these-
remedies are good, but expensive and
troublesome, while others are not worth
a trial. Paris green is probably the -
most effectual thing tbat can be applied,
butt tsnie ia attended with some dan-
ger, and no little expense. • Pioking the
buga and their latvie or eggs off the y.
plants is altogether too tedious and, nn-'
satisfactory an. operation - and penarally
results in tbe potato patch being given '
up in despair lo tbB devouring peat.
The best, cheapest and simplest remedy
for tbe bugs bos been furnished us by .
our good friond, Thomas H. Hagen--
buch. Take a quantity of cornmeal and
wet it to tbe consistency of- a sort oC :••
mnsb. Tben go to ..the potato patch .
with the mnsb and .scatter about one
tobloapoopfnl on every thirtieth or for-
tieth potato stalk or hill.. Now take a
lot of chickens or hens. Bay about a COE-
en,not. forgetting to bnve at least two
or three roosters in the lot, and drive
them to tbe"iKJtato pntoh. They will-
naturally enough eat the cprnmeal off
the potato stalks, and driving tbem over*
tbe.whole field they will of course eat
all tbe cornmeal fiom the stalks. Tho
operation of sprinkling tlio' cotnineal
over tbo potatoes should be repented
about six or seven mornings iuaucces*
aion and the chickens driven through
the patch. Caro ahonld bo taken that
nothing; bo fed tbe chickens excepting
what they cam pick up in tbe potato
field. TbiB williudaoe tho cbicknna to
visit tbe patch regularly and depend up-
on it for sustenance. Finding no corn-
meal, tbey will greedily devour the lugs
and eggs and relish the food. Tho
chickens are not at all affected by tbe
'"Up, and Mr. Hagcnbnch will pay a
_ miit of a dollar lor every chicken that.
dies from the effects of eating tba bugs
or eggs. - . -
