The Fortnightly for July contiiins a
itrikiiiR cbiipter Irom tba nn published
dinries of Mr. Nassau Senior, in which a
vivid light is thrown not only ou tlie
personal character of Meliomct Ali, the

lander ol tha present dynasty in Egypt,
but on life in (he Bust. Mr. Senior's in-
fortnaut, Hekukyaa 13ey, nfforwards came
to England with liis wife nnd his sun in
1802 to ece the second Exhibition. He

i at that time an exccodiugly hnud-
«ome man, apparently about fifty, tall,

ad rather like an Italian from tbe north
of Italy. He was full of animation and
good-nature, nnd his man tiers and con-
versation were most agreeable, He spoke
both French find Englub perfectly well.
His wife epolte nothing but Arabic, BO it
was difficult to got on with hsr. Oa ouo
occasion she put on, as a favor, bar
Eastern dress. It waa composed of
bluck satin, and, It must bo owned, was
far from becoming to xn elderly lady ;
but Ihoso were the dujs of crinoline—in
1877 it would probably not appear so ex-
traordinary. Tbe following is the story
of Mcliemct Ali as related by Hckckyan
to Mr. Senior and extracted from the
lalter's journal:

• Mr. nod Mrs. Ineder, Hefeekyan
Boy and bis wife- and Mr, Bruco drank
tea witb us.

" I t is a remarkable indication of
Oriental morals that of our four Egyp-
ina guests, two, Mrs, Lieder nnd Heke*
[yan, believed themselves to bave drunk
poisoned coffee. In each case it was de-
tected by its peculiar aud extreme bitter
ness, and not enough taken to do aprfnim
mfecliief. Mrs. Lieder received hers at
Nczleh Han em's ; Hekekyuii's vos (riven
to him at Meneelo Pasha's. It was in
1810. He nas at that time <?u.t of favor
with Mehemet AH \ his holdnesa of con-
versation and poihape his holdncsa ot
character, partly natural and partly
acquired in Engluud, unQt him for East-
ern aourta. Ho bos BBidom continued
long in favor or long in disgmee. His
talents, knowledge and industry forco
him into employment, aud Bumo un-
guarded speech or the performance of
some duty offensive to his master or to
his minister or to his cook or to his
barber turns him out; when tbey cannot
do without him he is recalled,

' I a 1810,' bo said to UB, 'after the
bombardment of Acre, somo weeks passed
without any news from Ibrahim Pasha
or from his army, in Assyria. A strong
suspicion arose that ho had madu hia
peace witb tba SuUnn at his fatber'a
expense and that Mehemet All's reign
And life wero drawing to a close.

" ' I was then the engineer ohnrged

ilb the defenses of the. coast We wero
expecting nn attack from Sir Charles
Napier, and I had been to Rosetta to

ie butteries. . I t waa on a tcm'
pestuoas night that I returned to Alex-
andria and wont to the palace on tbe
shore of the former Island of Pharos to
mako my report to Meliemet Ah.

'The halls and passages which I uectl
to find full of Mamelukes and officers,
strutting about in tho fullnesa of their
contempt for a Christian, wero empty ;

It was dimly lighted by a fow ci.nd.lea of
had Egyptian wax with enormous nn-
trimmfld wicks. • Hero, at tlie end of his
divon, I found him rolled up in a eort of
ball, solitary, motionless, apparently
absorbed in thought. Tho wares were
breaking heavily on tbe mole, and I
