They saw nothing cs-
oopt tho cow, which was quietly grazing
and walking towards them, and suppos-
ing tho cause of alarm originated witb
her, tlioy gave tho usual Indian exclama-
tion of saUafucbioit, and recommenced
tho ringing and watcbod asliofore.

After waiting & euJUeient Hmn bohind
tho bomlock, Tom glided noiuelcBsly to
tlie point; from which be intended to
fire—took deliberaio aim—and one of bifl
fatal bulls sped on its mission of deatb.
