Thoro was an Iudiuu
trader nameil Fullonaab, who traversed
the conntry from one Indian camp to
another with pack horses, ladea with
wbiikey and other articles. Captain
Jbhc'is oamp was near Darby creek, and
John Oushen arrived at bis camp whilo
Fallcnasb, tbe Indian trader, was there
with hia goods and whiskey. Tbe Indi-
ans set to for a real drunken frolic,

iring the night, Captain John and Johu
Ousben had a quarrel, which ondod in a
fight. They were separated by Fallennsb
ind tho other Indians; but both were
>nrag3d to the highest pitch ot fury.
The; made an arrangement to fight tbo
lext morning, with tomahawks and
.•ives. They stuck a post on the eouth
ide of a lug, mado a notch iu tha log,
ind ngresd that vhon the shadow of tbe
l>oat came iuto the notch, tho flgut
should oommoneo- AB tho shadow drew
near tho spot, they deliberately aud iu
gloomy silence, took their stations on tlio
ag.

Logan was not prepared for resiBtancc
Ho therefore,' with grant pretence of
mind, ettended bis band to Winnoaac,
rilh whom he was noquointcd, and pro-

fessed to bo on kit. *n.y to join the Brit
isb. Winnemoo distrusted Logan at Brut,
and disarmed l im and bis party ; but
while on thoir way to the English army,
Logan, John and Brigbt Horn woo tb
oonQdenoe of thoir ciptors, who restored
their arms, and treated them as friends.
