either ha« been used lor my length of
time. The pouRtant u«e of liuer is fotitid
to produeo a apeciea of dogeiicrutiou nf
all tho organiBm, profound and decep-
tive. Fatty' depositB, dimiuiBlied cir-
oulalion, eeuditious of uougoatton, and
pervcrsiou uf fuuctuul uotivitieB, local
inflammationa of both tho livor and kid-
neys, are constantly present. Intellec-
tually, a alupur uuiuuutiug iiluiuBt to
puralysi8 arrest the reusou, procipitu-
ting elf the higher faculties into a tnero
anitrialism; seDBDs), selfish, alugfrlish,
