Hia crops are never safe, from sead sow-
ing to harvest, His live stock are sl
ways giving him trouble, and the market
fluctnations are a chironis annoyance,

You seo I kuow something about farm-
ing. T took s hand in it mysell when I
was o Loy, byt as a farmer ¥ was not a
BuCCess,

I remember thet in plowing T had a
habit of thoughtlessly getting in too
close between the plow handles. Asa
consequence, when the plow strmek a
root I would geta whack in the side,
with the plow Liandie, that nearly broke
tay ribs. In plowing corn I had » pe-
culiar knnck for running the plow inte
the gortbills and landjng the greon
shoots wrong end up.  When it vame te
haying, my style of loading was suob
that when the wugon would strike a rat,
on thy way to the barn, or stack, the
lond would slide off and ¥ with it.

I canmc-
pount for it ouly on the ground Lbat par-
ents think it better to have poor minis-
torz end Iawyers thap poor farmers and
mechanics,

But f form life is hard and worrying
for the man, how about the womsn ?
Hers is New York we hear o great deal ,
about the trisls and suffering ol our
working women, Heavons knows they
fuve hard emough time, and T would
like to have the power fo give them
double the present wages for half the
present work. Bat they don’t work as
hard as the average farmer's wife,

About four o'clogk in the Summer
time, sud five o'clock in the Wintor, the
farmer's wife crawls out of bed. When
1 was a boy (I bope it is not so now) the
wife had to make the fire—excepting of
course, during tho early monthks after
Dbeing enught in the matrimonial noose.
Then she tackles the pots anl pavs and
prepares breakfust for % fuwlly that is|
often lurge enough to populate » small
hotel. 'Then, if she ia fortunate enongh
to live in 8 logality where women are
exompt from “pailing the-cows,” aa the
Yankees say, she has to toke care of the
milk, and get ready fora bard day's work.
There is woshing, ironing, scrubbing,
chiurnipg and o thousand and one other
things, besides cooking dinner and aup-
per, not to mention the probable caze of
anywhere from ono toa dozen children.
8he is “on the bounce” all day, withont

Thus she works away till bedtime,
uttorly fagged out when her heed touch-
es the pillow, and only balf zefreshed
when the clook strikes four in the morn-
ing and another dey's dradgery-begins.
