Oroftly, when found, was lying in tlio
liatb, covered witli WODDJS ot so curious
a nature tbat no one could explain how
they camo to be Inflicted,
doep, ragged, nod gapiug, and there
was no instrument found in tho romn
with wliiob tlioy might have beeu made.
Evou the detectives who visiUid tho
scone of Croflly's death shook their beads
and were at sea. 'Ihoea who discoviireil
the body found the door securely f listen-
ed from tbe inside, andwere obliged to
burst it open, The room tad no other
means of egress or ingress.

"Suicide," remarked one of the repor-
t's. •

"How oame. those wounds oa tho
bank ?" asked a detective

"Wlio clao was here ?" responded tbe
journalist. And neither mini had any-
thing more to any.

Tbo two
becomo intimate, and finally, tired of

, hotel life, they determined to seek quar-
ter* which would bo more congenial and
home-like. They found these quarters
at t ie residence of Richard Armstrong,
a mutual acquaintance, who lived in
wry desirable quarters on the comer
of MttBOn and OftliforniaBtroets. Before
tbe costly habitations of Sauford Crock-
er, and other millionaires flpmng into
existenoe, Armstrong's houso came very
near being caliod a mansion. Arm-
stronff rented1 Oroftly and Dean three
ilegaut rooms, partly became he liked
UB men personally, and partly becauso
ho was running <m ft pretty otoso margin
•fluaneititly. The two found their now
quarters as attractive as meu of taste
could wish. Armstrong was a widower,
and tbe three men bad some rnro old
times together eveniugi His collar was
stocked with excellent wines, and his
library with booka of tbe very rarest

said hu. "But this'—hers ho added
.bout as much of other liquid—"iaaomc*
thing olso,"

"What is it ?"
"No ono knows but myself."
I deemed it impertinent to question

him further. He Mien attached tbe
Ires of bit buttery to tbe water.

Her eye
presently foil on Ibo instrument con-
nected with Groftly'a battery, tiho took
np one of tbe wires, and was about to
lay it ou the other, und see if there
would bo a shock, wheii her courage
failed her and she dropped it across its
mate. A <ipnrk flashed out, which
itartlci] lict. She drew back, lowered
tlio L'US, aud went to bed.

At tho instant the nites were eonneot-
ed, Oroftly was in the centro of the bath.
A shock and terrible chill passed
through bin frame, and ho felt a cloud
of vopor rising from the surface of (he
rater and sweeping into liia face,

Myriads of spear-like crystals shot out
from the edge of the tank and converged
toward him liko so many shafts of death.
He realized bis situation, and dashed to
reach tha steps; as ho did €0, lie threw
himself iigtiinst tho jaggs! edges uf a
sheet ol :ce half an inch thick, There
WUB a frightful guub in Ms side, from
which blood wus stieamioB. He
struggled madly amid tbe ice, aud every
throe brought fresh wountla. His limbs
moved no longer iu water ; they were
enveloped in elueh. The ice closed
about him like a vice. He wax dead.

After the evaporation of the ulicimcuiB
ttie electricity no louger hud any effect,
and the heat of the room began to tell
upon the ice. The mass meltcl, and by
{our o'clock in the morning tlie corpso
of Groftly was floating upon tho nurface
of the bath. Ha wus not miBsed until
niue o'clock next morning, when Dcaa
burst open the dour aud found him an
described.

The rest is known. Tho jury gave a
verdict of suicide, and MUs Armstrong
and Edwtirl Dean were married on the
22nd of tho samo month.

He retired at
midnight, and always took a bath just
before. The bath-room of Armstrong^
house was an exceptionally good one.
