ADA* POE'S IXDIA> F1UHT.

HI JA.0H BBAOI

The memory of the brave actions of
those lardy pioneen, who won, foot by
foot the vast territory, which comprises
io many populous HUitcn of tho Went,
from tbe r&l man, seems to he fast pasa-
ing away; yet ia point of romantic
iutereBt alone, they deserve to be per-
petually recorded, while gratitude for
;he inoaleuluble benefits tbey conferred
should cherish forever tbe recollection
of their glorious deeds.

Among tbe most desperate and daring
iatti, any account of wbiob remains to

uaf is tbe fight of Adam Poo, which is
related on competent authority, l a the
summer of 1782, a party of Wyaodott
Indians, consisting of seven persons,
crowd the Ohio river, a few miles
above Wheeling, aud commenced depre-
dations oo tbe southern shore, killing ai
old man whom they found alone in his

ibin, and spreading terror among the
settlers, A few hours after the news
spread, eight men assembled from
different ports of tbe neighborhood, and
pursued the Indians witb great energy
md expedition. Among the most active
md efficient of this party were two

brothers—Adam and Andrew Foe.
Adam was particularly popular. I D

ib, activity, end hardihood, he
had no equal, being of tbe finest model
if athletic proportions, and inured to

all tbe perils of tlio woods. Tbe whites
iod not followed tbe trail far before

they were satisfied that the depredators
were tied by Big Foot, a reuowned
Wyandott chief, who derived biB name
from the immense size of biB foot.
His height, exceeded six feet, a id bis
strength was represented aa herculean.
He hud also five brothers, bui little
inferior to himself in cite and courage.
Tbey generally went in company, and
were tbe dread of the whole frontier.

Adam Poe wan delighted at the pros-
pect oi measuring his strength with that
of BO celebrated a warrior, and urged
tbe pursuit with an energy which quick-
ly brought (hem in tbe neighborhood of
tbe enemy.
