To tbat portion of Eanias known
tbe Golden Belt, the lightning rod It
of tho eartb laye flooked.

Boldly
they travel among a paople rendered
irritlbla and savage by tbe hard con-
ditions natare imposes on life in th
Golden Belt A sketch of farm life in
Kansas, to sbow tbe spiritual condition
of the men these lightning rod invaders
boWly go among, will give a batter idea
af their reokleas courage than anything
alse.
