Mortgages,

Chapter CLZX of the laws cf 1690 is
uu important modincutiim of the law lor
tlie foreclosure ef mortgages on real
ostute. I t abolishes tbe decree for de-
ficiency, separating the suit on the bond
from that en tbe mortgage, and prac-
tically changes the mortgage from a col-
lateral security for a loan to a primary
investment. Tbe result must be that
tue value of tbe land mortgaged will be
ttic first consideration, and tbe bond wilt
not have tbe importance which has hith-
erto been attached to it. According to
one construction, the first debtor will be
alone responsible for the bond, aud
therefore a decree for deficiency cannot
.pursue tbe property through tbe Hands
of several holders—a system whiob has
sot unfrequently resulted ia great hard-
ship. There will be found considerable
difference among lawyers to the con-
struction of certain features of tbe new
law, and several coses must be decided
under It before tlie practice is definitely
settled. Tbat its nlfinmtn object, tbo
relief of mortgago debtors, will be at-
tained, there can be no donbt. Besides
tlio features noted above, thelaw enables
the debtor to redeem tbe property within
six months, upon payment in full, nnd
provides that no deed shall be valid

•less the Circuit Court declares thut a
fair coah value has been secured at the;
sale. These features nre taken from
laws of other States, and will be gener-
ally considered just.
