Common
salt scattered over the sitrftice of the
earth tinder pear or apple trees about
as thickly u yon do wheat when seed*
ing, is highly recommended as an anti-
dote to blight. This also secures pro'
toction ngniusi the aphis on pears or
other fruit trees, Tlie npbis is a tma)l
woolly insect that works on the roots
of apple anil pear trees, frequently
destroying Me..
