During tbe revolutionary war,
bold and Iioroio deeds were enaoted on
the sea, as well us on the land,
have never been clironiolod by bititor-
ians, but which nil! place in bold relief
the courage end Btinniua ol the men of
those dajB, Among those heroes of tin
ruvolntion was Captain Thomas Meek,
of Salem, who embraced a seafaring life
at an early age. Notwithstanding bis
name, whioh reminded one more of the
lamb then tbe lion, he was dutinguisb.-
ei for liU energy and undaunted cour-
age, attd for liU decision and presence
of mind iu the hour of difficulty and
danger.

Daring the early part of the war of
the revolution Maek, quite a young

was chief officer on board the let-
ter of marq.no Favorite, of Biiteni, Gtp-
tain Leo, hound toBordBaui. One floe
moraing in the Bay of ltisaay, the nrst
ruys uf light iGvealed lo tbe unfortunate
crew of tbe Favorito a Britiih man-of-
war of twenty guns not a tutmket shot
distant All hands were at tbeir stations
in a moment, and all sail was crowed
on the sbip, with the nope ol escaping
from tbe enemy. But tlie Britou gave
chase, nnd opened a fire which, rotting
tlio sides of the Favorite, did aonsidern-
bio domage of tbo epars and
rigging, and killed or wounded several
men. After a Tanning fight of half an
hour, tbe Favorite waa compelled to
haul down the flog of the United States
and surrendered to a vastly superior
foroe.

The crew were taken on board tbe
British ship, and solicitations aud
threats were used to induce them to en-
ter the service of his moet gracious maj-
esty George HI., but in rain. One and
all Htendfafllly refused, notwithstanding
thoy were told that, unless they entered
tho British service, on tbe arrival of the
abip fit an English port, they would
surely he hanged as rebels.

Ia the course of a few weeks the sloop
of war arrived at Dflrtmonth, a snag Bea-
pcrt in tbe English channel, jast inside
of the Start Point. The prisoners wero
taken on shore and conveyed to s
prison situated on the skirts of the town,
Ikes wore led through the streQta with
ropes about their seeks, and were com-
polled to eubtnit to other indignitu
Tue room la which Meek waa confined

son tho ground floor. The ina.de|
mil WOBOI brick or atoDe, with grated
Windows, and beyond was a spacious
yard, In whioh a (.entry was always post-
ed. Tim floor of the apartment wa
composed of large blocks of limestone
and in that «ingle room fifteen Ameri-
cans were confined besides himself. Thi
prisoners wore put ou a short allow-
ance of provisions, but were allowed to
.^tor tbe yard twioo n day to enjoi
fresh air and indulge in exercise, 01
this privilege, howBYor, they were BOOI
deprived, owing to the restleBB ana in-
domittble spirit of Meek, who could
not content himself, with being cooped
in an English prison, with no proapeot
jf being laten out for rears, unless to
be hanged, without making an attempt
lo escape. Several tunea he laid plani
to frea himself and companions fron
'duronou file," by waling ^° tmt

wbioU enclosed tbe yard. But 1I.B
iaabomes were discovered and frmtratea,
not without personal injury to. limaelf,

'and, as a preoDntaon and punisbment,
tho men wero no longer allowed to enter

hoy hud adopted after careful delibera-
ioo. Bach man was clad in his Bailor

costume, hat carried in a bundle a suit
af clothing of a different character, which
had Leon purchased at different times
without exciting aoy particular notice
rom'the officers of the prison. It would
ie naturally supposed that the prisoners
rould endeavor to soek «omo retreat tn

Dartmouth, or perhaps on board some
'rieudly veovel, where they could be
aasily ro-capturod j or if they

t to cross the country to Bristol,
>r proceed along the coast toward Ply-

month, their Ben-faring garb would es-
pose them to observation, aud insure

r arrest. They therefore struck into
road which led along parallel with the
iver Dart, and auutipuod in it for «ev

iral miles, when, the Btorm having
.baled, they divested themselves of their
•a-furiug apparel aud donned their dis-

juiaoa, Rinttug their turry uniforms to
.be deepest recessea of tho river, Hitv-
ng got tbelr laud-tucks oo boarJ, they

wded all mil, steering a course to thu
ilhcnat, and ere tho snn appeared

bove tlie liorizoa, they had left Dart-
mouth some fifteen or eighteo-i miles
jeliiud them.

Thua far all went well. Being Jreuaod
.iffyreutly, Borne like liard-workiug

mechanics, Home like luboriug nieu, and
tome like Bnrall farmers, they conoiuded

divide themselves into squadB, nnd
make their way lor Bath, in which
lelghborhood they lcarued a fair was
.bout to bo held. Tlieir appearance Cl-
lited no suspicion. Thoy stopped at
linerent inns by the roadside and ob-

tained reireahmout, and thua oontinucd
their journey, reaching Tivortou toward
wooing, completely esliaoltcd by thair
>ng and Miguinj tramp. Supposing
temselves tolerably secure from danger
ley refreshed themselves by a good
Ighfa steep, and on tho following morn-
ig continued their journey by different

:oules and nnder different circumstances
intil at the ctoEte of tho third day's
travel, they reached the famous town of
3ath.

They no» believed themselves beyond
ibo reach ol pursuit, but Meek urged
ipon his companions tlio importance ol
tvolding tlie sea ̂ ^oast for awhilo where
t very strict search would undoubtedly

be made; indeed, in all likelihood, men
oonneeted with tlio prison would be
sont from port to port all ulong the
coast for the purpose of identifying the
escaped Amoriean suilon. He suggested
that, under various pretences, they
should travel leisurely to tlio northward,
through the midland counties, gettiug a
caBt now and then in wngous, or return

h

ed that tho captain wished to see
below. "Aye, aye, sir 1" hfl replied,
aii'l in grcut haste descended the cabin
Btuirs. He had hardly reached the bot-
tom when the doors of the companion
way wcro closed and secured, and the
skylight was firmly'fastened.

And
incredible as it may seam, Meek and hi»
fifteen companions traveled in Ibis man-
ner through the whole extent of England
without aciting any suspicion »»J they
were assuming a character to whloh ttoy
had no olalitf, and without meeting with
any difficulties or unpleasant adventores
aud iu the course of about thne weeks
arrived at lel th, the seaport of Edta-
hnrgh on the Frith of Forth, bordering
,on tho North Bea.

To their great Batialaction onr Ameri-
cana touna no men oi war in port, and
bat few sailor.. Thoy immediately as-
•nmed the salt water garbTtowWea they
were accustomed, and wilbont appearing
to have been previously acquainted with
each otter, sauntered down upon the
piers and mingled with the groups of
men they fell in with, and made inquir-
ies relative to tho vessels in port, the
ships that were fitting aw»y and whither
they were bound. To the enrions in-

deck nnd tbe nrms. Their lives were at
tho mercy ut liim aud his uompnuioiiB ;

At that timo there ware two privateers

fitting oat of Leith, for a cruise in the
North Atlantic after American merchant-
men. Tlie complement of men for tho
oraiae, including the captain, two Heu-I
tonanta, and Inferior officers,was twenty-'
five for each vessel.

and tho Fame, now commanded and
manned by true Americans—genuine
"sonaof liberty"—with a Bne breeze
from tbo northward, soon left the Glad-
iator far astern, while pursuing a course
toward the American shores.

This course, however, was continued
onlT while tbo Gladiator was in Bight,
tor Captain Meal (he bad now asiumod
command o! the Tame) waB unwilling to
risk the attempt to enter an American
port, and determined to make the best
of his way lor some friendly harbor in
tho Westlnaia Islands. In about thirty
days after the Americans had gained
possoislon of tbo vessel, tbey mado tbo
island of Mirtinioo, belonging to Pranoe
and Boon after onterod the harbor of Port

furo he was launched into eternity.
Tbo preacher then addressed him as
follows:

'Peter Lung, by yoar confessions,
wbioh have been given to tbe world, it
tppeors that intemperate drinking boa
been tho procuring cause of the calami*
ties which have eonie upon yon. Had it
not been for this, yon migbt now have
been a reputable, useful citizen ; your
wife would perhaps have still been yonr
comfort, as she was for years after your

rriuge, aud yonr children as olive
plants around your table. But this in-
flamed your passions, naturally violent
and impetuous; filled yonr tongue with
profauenesa nnd threatening, and your
bands with frequerit acts of violence,
even upon her who was yonr companion
and the wife of your oovenant. In a
fit of intoxioation, you inflicted upon
her wounds, marks of which she carried
to the grave. These, in yonr opinion,
were the menus of her death, though
yoa oQer in exouse tbat yon 'did cot
intend it;' that 'it was not done
through malloo prepense, or any pre-
concerted plan of murder.' But the
Scriptures pronounce those to be mur-
derers who deaignedly smite their fellow
creatures with any deadly weapon or
instrument; who 'thrust them of hatred
or burl at them by lying in wait, or in
enmity, suite them with the hand, that
they die,' whether death wan intended
or not i|knd Buoh are declared to be
worthy of death (Num. xxxv.) What
you have done, as i t has been Judged by
the proper tribnnala, subjects you to an
iguominons execution. Irom .this there
is no escape. But men who forfeit tbeir
lives to the laws of their oonntry may
upon repenteuoe receive a pardon from
Qod; and though si '
