Uses for Sunflower*.
We have lately met with a r

in several of our exchanges recommend-
ing tbe planting of a unuflower seed in
tbe middle of mch bill of pole besoa, so
that the stalk of the sunflower, growing
faster than tbe beans and alwayn keeping
a little ahead, would serve instead of a
pole, saving to the grower considerable
labor and expense. How thia would
