Or into
tho large framo thero may bo set eight
little oue-pouni frames, each with itp
foundation "starter;" and if these are
placed in a second hive set OD th& top of
tho first, the beua will Tery rarely rear
brood iu them, but fill them with clean
honoy. Thus ne have tho beautiful lit-
tlo pound fram03 of capped honey.

The invention of tha movable framo
was of tho utmost importance to bee cul-
ture ; it was impossible to have 11 colony
it hens nuder control without it, These
frames completely fill the whole hive,
ixcopt tho spaco of about half so inch
jetween cvury two framiB. Ton lift off
four hire ouver, wliich fits nicely with-
sut any fastening, and your whola colouy
is under yoijr ny&.

tained a sqaare of four hundred feet on
every side, and were carried up aloft
into tbe air, in the. form of serenl
large terraces, till the height equalled
thai of the vails of the city.. The wboll
pile was instained by vast atobefl, raised

te above another, and strengthened by
wall snrrbvndinit'iton every side, of
