000 cords of timber, and to make lncifcr
matches, 300,000 cubio feet of the beet
pine timber are required every year.
Lasts and boot-trees take 500,000 cords
of birch, bench, and maple, and the
handles of tools 600,000 more. The
baking of brick consumes2,000,000 cords
of wood, or what would cover with forest
60,000 aares of land. Telegraph poles
already up represent 800,000 trees, and
their annual repair consumes 300,000
more.
