Vfe h
roaohed a stagi in affairs where ws need
the aid of somo of oar most judicious
arid intelligent citizens. There is DO
doubt tbe people can command the ser-
vices of BUGU, if they so will; or if they
so will, or by indifference or neglect,
they caa peimit suoh choice to be made
by a fow self-seeking and wily persons
who oura more for partisan purposes
than the public good. If thoy ohoose
tbe latter coarse oar county administra-
tion will doubtless move on in the old
rut ot tbo slow and go easy system
adopted many years ago, without any
deoided change for the better.

Tbe value of this pea, if ita sdvai

tagea were knosrjo, would be gr«it J bi
asithaabeeu principally grown in Ib.
South, it is only very recently tlmt
Laa been brought to tbe attention o!
Northern farmen. Even in the South
ic bag not received tbe notice duo to
plant BO iroportunt to agriculture in thi
seotlon as It deserves, for it hue reall,
been the meats of rescuing some of tin
fiontbern plantations from total eib.itiH
tioo. The cow pea, though culled a pea,
is properly a bean. It will grow on soj
that scarcely produces anything, but is,
however, aensibte to the effects of gocij
mane ring, and rewards tbe farmer foi
•Qoh treatment with bountiful yield?.
It ie indigenous to tbe Middle Stttt<
and tbe South, preferring a warm seajou
and dry soil. There ore a great many
varieties of it, tbe most prolido being
the Cronder ; bat the "black-eyed"
preferred for tbe table.

As a renovator of tbe soil, next to
clover, it has no equal. Growing with a
heavy dense foliage, ploughed under
lust at tbe period of blossoming, it n
a splendid green man are, rotting qafcklj
and producing lasting effeots. It ean be
grown for this purpose on land that wi
not produce clover, and tbat in a very
Important item. On inferior land tbal
bat had a crop of cow peas turned under
if n light sprinkling of lime U sddad, a
venture may Bafely be made with clover
the following year. It is planted about
the same time with corn, It can be
sowii for hay, but core must be taken in
harvesting it properly. If allowed to
get too ripe tbe leaves will crumble off
after it ia stowed nway In tbe loft; but
If out when in fall blossom, or jait s i
the young pods begin to form, ana then
tured like ordinary hay, it will keep well
dl tbe winter. Oows eat It with relish,
md for sheep nothing Is equal to it—
they eat it ttp clean, being very fond of
t. Tbe seeds ere more nutrione tban
•or ordinary white bean, stock prefer-

ring it when cooked to corn or mcu!,
fbile ealiea are raised OD th<cn with

ense whore it is desirable to wajn early.
For the table t lo j are cooked not only
when dry but also when green, being a
'ivorite dish on Virginia aud OaroHni
tables. There is a prejudice against it
on tbe part of those not familiar vrlth it
on account of the dark color it takes
when cooked ; hut if tbe nutritious qual-

les of tbe pea were fully known no
[ifflculty would be experienced in mak-

ing it a sUple article of food.

Tbe oow pea is worthy of being iutio-
luoed to every farmer. Its value as an

article pi food for man and beast, the
trge crops of (odder (or buBhy viue)it
irodaoen, its adaptation to the lightest
in 3 pooraat soil* and its usefulness as a

green imuuriitl crop place it far above
.ny other plants that are grown to ita

ixclnsion. It bas no enemies among the
i, and is in that particular free

'rum dfltnoge. A heavy crop at it will
io completely cover tbe ground that not
'en a ray of suuebino can enter! nnd it

13 often ncocssary to pnsit over tbe vines
itb a heavy roller in order to get them

doughed under. From twenty to forty
mshels of the pens are nsnally produced
,o an acre, aud if they bave been well

id previous to seeding tbo crop
if bay will be very large. Oue of tbe
Lost important advantages tbo pea con-
irs on land is the shading it gives, some
ipcrienced farmers contending that by

this method it ratber improves the soil
:ban iDJures it. A small outlay will en-
tble any one to try the cow pea, and those
'ho have not grown it should do so.

HOW TO FBODUOX STEUWBEBB33.

Nine cut, cf ten porsons who cultivate
rawberries allow tbe runners to grow

or the purpose of getting plants tbe
Following year. Tbis is wrong. If plants
ire desired they should be taken from a

itch selected for that purpose. I t is
impossible to get first class fruit from
vines that have produced runners, as tbe
effort at donble prod action (plants and
oorriefl) weakens the vine and prevents

from producing good fratt. To get
lice, large, well-flavored strawberries
.be vines should be fcept free from rm>
iers, not even allowing them to get away
[rotn the parent at the start. This can
bo done by having a piece of stovepipe
fixed to ft stick for a handle, to use for

cutter. Place the pipe over tbe plant
nd press upon it. This oats off the

runners. When the runners have all
been cut follow with the hoe and clear
them away. When the plants blossom
all tbe blossoms should be out off except

few of tbe forward ones on eaou plant
This lookn like destruction, but a trial
will show that such treatment will give
~ irger berries, of better flavor, and eqsier
:opick. The crop, though lacking in

lumbers, wilt compensate in bulk as
.well &« realising-the highest price in
market. As soon as the crop is retrieved
reed UIR plants again, and eprinble

around eaoh one, under the leaves, some
roll-rotted manure, and in the fall let

;bem be mulohod. On removing the
mulch early in tbe spring again give
each plant a sprinkling, bnt this time of

mixture of eqnal parts of snperpacs*
pbate, sulphate of potash (double qnan-
ity of nnleached bard wood ashes may

substituted), guano and plaster. • By
,hna giving them good care and cullta-
lion they will pay as well if not better
than any ot tbe small fruits, but if
aegleotea they occasion a loss.

It mayahow
satisfactorily bow fill events and yer*
•ages are bat the products of what

its before. This theory altogether ra-
eeta the miraculous as an active and
Dutinuiug element in tbe career of nmn-
iad, and it concedes no exercise of su-

pernatural power whatever in mundane
liters since tbe six primeval deyi of
i creation. Some of the aupporters of
