It has been fully ascertained tb&t tele-
grapic communication does not tako
place over or through tlie wires, but
through tbe ground. This same com-
munication continues when these elec-
tric currents applied by nature ore used,
Pfof. Loomis has, us suOl bidire, tele-
graphed to parties elevaa tnilea difitaut
by merely sending up a kite at each eud
of the distanre, a certain bight, a
to whioli, ia place of tbB ordinary string,
was tbe fine copper wire.

When both kites touted the same
lurrent, communication wan bud between
them, end messages were gent from one
end to the other by means of the ordin-
ary Moraeiostrnment ia connection with
the instrument iDventeil by Prof,
Loomis. ThiB ebowed that tbe theory
on which he bad worked for miny years
wus tbe correct one. aud tbat by tbe
proper raeaue. aucl as stationary wire
arranged from naturul or artificial umi-
uenees, oooid be operated succeaalullj
at all timea. It is trao thit aerial tele-
gmpby may not ba much or a
duriagviolent storms or electric showers,
but it wilt not meet wilh more obatrnc-
tiona tbao tbe ordinary wiie felegraph-
ing, which is not at all rare during the
periods spoken of. It will be u long
time before, aerint teleffrapbiug can be
carried on between places wbioli are bat
a short distance opart, if indeed it ever

Iu siich oases the wires will con-
tinue to be used, though, for long dis-
tances, snob as for telegraphing from
one side of tlie ocean to another, the
aeriui telegraph will take its place en-
tirely. Prof. Iioomis has a sobeme now
on foot for a aarieaof experiments from
a point on one of tbe highest peals on
tbe Alpfl, in BwitZBiland, to a similarly
situated uhoe in tbe Boofey Mountains
OQ this side ol the world.

LensoiiB Tautfhtbj-aSlmdoiT.
Many tbinga can be learnt from a

ihadow. Let us take an example or
two. First, suppose we are in a part
ot the country with which we are not

inch acquainted, and we want to
now the direction in which we are

travelling; we con tell by tho direa-
.ion in which tbe shadows uro thrown.
Wo have simply to note tbe time by
our watch, and bear in mind that tbe
inn rittes in tbe east and gets nearly
south by midday, after which lie goes
west We mast, at the Bame time,
bear in mind that tbe shadow is thrown
exactly in the opposite direction, so
that when tbe sun in southeast, as is
altva>B before midday, the shadows are
throw northweat. We need not com-
pare the direction in whioh we ore

ravelling with tbe line cast by onr
shadow. Again, supposing we are out
walking. Take a stick—a walking
iticb will do very well, indeed—plant

it nprigbt in tlie ground ; Its shadows
be thrown >.by the sun, provided

that it be shining at tbe tims, and as i t
is near midday its shadow will be abort,
and no can tail whether it is before
or afternoon, for if before midday tind
Bhadow will become shorter and shorter;
if juatafter.it vill increase in length ;
and if^eiaotly midday, it will throw
no shadow at aU Bo tbat in this er-
periment we get an indication of tbe
time of dav and the means of te ling
the four points of the compass. Ia this
lies the whole secret of tbe sun dial.
