Honselteepers are often greatly trou-

bled and perplexed by mildew from
p oloBota nod from met.

an wirllien bowl or deep plate full of
quicklime into thn closet, the lim« will
absorb the dampness nnd also sweeten
md disinfect tbe place. Eats, nice, find
taony Dugs that ate apt to congregate in
damp places have a dislike to lime, A i
often as tho lime becomes slacked throw
it on tbe compost neap if in tbe country,
or into tho ash barrel if in tbe city.

Often articles of value ia polished
steel, particularly knivca, are left damp
or waler is unfortunately spilled upon
them. If thia in discovered before tbe
rust has eaten through the, plating or
polished surface, it can easily be removed
witboat defacing tbe article. But if
they bave lain long unnoticed and the
ruet has made its way tbrougb tbe sur-
face, tbey must be taken to some tnnnu-
fuctory wlioro there is an emery wheel
used for polishing, or some jeweler will
be able to finish them off as good as new,
But in iho cose of knives and forks they
will never be quite as strong, because in
removing the rust tbey must be grrfuud
down before repolisbing, and will conse-
quently be thinner.

If your coat fire is low, throw on a
tablespoonful of fialt, nml i t will help i t
very much. A little gingar pub in the
sausage meat improves tbe flavor.
