elemoot does actually enter, directly
indirectly, into tbo T&lue of all material
things necessary to our
Therefore, aa the writer remarked w
another occasion, when the census of
country's wealth is takon, its computa-
tion in monetary units—money inter-
vening; simply aaB common denominator
of all *aloe»—does, not include solely tbe
appliances by means of which labor
converts tb9 gifts of nature into com-
modities, bat also tbe natural reaonrnee
of the onnntry, independent of the labor
spent by its citlzeuB In tnrnln'o; them to
good account. These acquire a money
value from the social oomp&ct tn&t
eeourefl a class or a number of c
fn the ownership of them, and (has be-
come exchangeable for human labor and
its products. Although merely nntum

th&t cost men no effort, end
which no effort of man am produce,
tbey are counted as wealth and figure in
tbe list of values for an amount equal to
tbo efforts which certain otttaens ire
wilting to make, or tbe result of past
efforts which they are willing to give, in
order to become the exclusive poaaessore
of than. Of aonrse, the same law ot
flnpply and deniaad, by which the COD
paratite value of oommoditios ia deter-
lined,. applies also to those gifts of

nature. Yet, and for this very reason
