No fifth, probably, has giveu more
pleasure to sportsmen in the catohing
than the blaekbasa. Certainly none hwi
given the sciontiata mare trouble in the
naming. Its Latin appellations embraoe
Micioptetus, LabruB, Bodianus, Oalln-
ruis, Lapomis, Aplites, Neroocampis,
Dioplites, Apleaiou, Oieblo, Huro, Qiya-
t and CentrarchuB. Not less various
are tbe common titles which it bas re-
ceived at various places, including bnsa,
block baas, green bass, yellow hues, river
baw, slough bass, lake hasa, moss bnss,
bayon base, gross baas, Oswego baas,
psrou, black perch, yellow perch, jump-
i perch, Welshman, salmon trout,
black trout, white trout, chub, Southern
oliub, Boanoke chub and bounding baaa.
It '» generally known to fishermen that
two species, somewhat similar, ore found

tbe same waters, and are frequently
confounded. Innumerable have bfeen
the quartets over these two kinds of
black boss found in oat waters.
