Ooosidering tbav Btratoga in eauy of
Booesa, being bnt one hundred and
»igh(y-two miles from New Xork, and
two hundred and thirty miles from Boi
toD, and also tbe many attractions, botb
natural and artificial which it oontatua,
it is not to be wondered at tbat it is thi
cherished Rammer resort of thousands.
Bat even great distances do not seem 10
be' an obstacle to those wbo desire to
visit thii renowned place ; for from all
puts ot Europe come toe wealthy, the
honored, and the celebrated "Greats"
to lip tbe - sparkling and benefiting
waters of tbe twentv-six springs.

A disease that is far too common in

honea ia caused! moat frequently hy
driving or working the animal till be
overheated and more or less exhausted,
end then allowing bin to cool off Bad
denly without Tubbing dry. Ahorse ie
driven bard lor several miles, and then
bitched to a post in the open air in cold
winter weather, and perbeps forgotten
by the driver, who may be telling stories
or emoklng a cigar by s warm fire ; th
next morning, if not nconet, it ia noticed
that the animal OM not eaten well, and
can scarcely, move from the stall. Tb
lameness may be chiefly in one limb, oi
in more •; than one. Dr. Greasy, in hie
reoent lecture before the Connecticut
Board of -Agriculture, said that an; ease
of founder can be oared if taken witbin
thirty bours ot the attack. Tbe firai
thing to do is to place tlie borse's feel
in tabs of waim waler ; tben blanket
heavily, and get the animal thoroughly
warm all over. Tha lameness is cause*}
by a stagnation of tbe blood in the feet,
the result of being cooled too rapidly
alter eioau- ting labor, Ihe warm vi&tei
thiQB the blood, extends snd softens thi
blood vessels, and favors increased cir-
cnlftlion.
