Free traders are given to theorizing,

as all the world knows, but the fncta
whioh refute their theories tlioy wholly
ignore. Let us glance briefly at nome
of tho leadingevonta la oar hiBtory oince
tbe 3d day of March, 1861, wlien James
Buchanan signed tbe bill embodyiug the
Morrill tariff, which hoe ever ainco been
in force, and see how completely statis-
t i c refute the free traders and establish
the fGet that protection haa promoted
tbo prosperity of the country.

foreign countries hove been compelled
to pay ne in part in gold. Through this
taming of the balance of trade in onr
favor, and through no other influence
whatever, were we enabled in 1879 to
reaame specie payments.
