50MB TEXT RDSPIQIOITS OIBODMSTAMOE8
BBOTOHT fiDT BT IEB

Tbe taking of testimony in tbe in-
quest instituted by Justice Blaccbard
to inquire into tlie dentil of Benedict
ShiihckeT, began fn tbe Justice's office
on Friday ereniog of last week in the
presence of as many people as conld
crowd iota tbe office and tbe ball.

In
giving a history of bis sufferings he said
he waa well all day, and bad worked in
his shop ; tbat his sickness commenced

bile at IIIB Bupper, immediately after-
wards, HU'tea had something white
floating on it, and when he drank it the
taste was very bitter. Two or tlirce
times be referred to bis tea as the cease
of bio troubles. Pointing to bis wife
he said, "She put it iu," and as if not
mtiroly clear he said, " " Slie gave it to

me." Tbe Doctor's influence was tbat
bo did not claim tlmt Lo saw ber put
.anything in tbo tea, bnt that she poured
it for bim. He eYidently associated his
trouble with licr act. Tho npusms were
puroijBmal; there would be intervals
>etweeu tlieni, when be would be quiet,
Leu they would ensue ngftiu, and he
woiilil bo iu ngony. Tbe intervals of
runt wero short. Ho supposed powdered
strychnine would float oa tbo surface

time, but after owliile would form
u solution, TLo paroxysms indie a tot!
tlm physiological effects of strychnine ;
bej* sre an invariable manifestatioi of
ita poisonous effect. Being satisfied
thai lie bad a case of strychnine pqison-
ing to denl witb ho went to bis office to
procure nacessary materials and instru-
ments. He wns absent about (en min-
utes, and upon bis return found tbe
patient dead. There was but one per-
son tbere, Bbinehart Keger,

The Doctor next testified to tbo post
mortem examination which be and Dr.
Bcssi hud performed that day. He bad
previously einmined tbe body, an boar
after death, witb reference to muscular
rigidity, und bad found it complete.
This in one ot tbe nlmoat invariable
effects of iicnth by strychnine ; ell tbe
muscles a*e stiff nnd remain so for some
time, Eii mouth was open and bis
under jaw was almost immovable. The
post mortem examination this morning
revealed (ho continuance of the rigidity
uf tbe muscular aval em. Tbe lunge up'

to be in a very bealtby oouJitiun
Tbo heart was not diseased, hat very
firmly contracted. Tliey djd not deem
it necessary to open the skull. Tbe
contents of the stomach were removed,
and were in bis care, under look and
seal. He was of Ibe opinion that Sbi-
decker died from strychnine poisoning,
He asked to bave his wife put oat, or
taken out, of the room.

Dr, E.Boasi, who was associated witb
Dr. Condiot in tbe post mortem, cor-
roborated Dr. Uondict in every partic-
ular He believed that Sbideoker was &
beultby tnan, and there were so evi-
dences of hia death by natural causes.

Rucbel Beat, who lived next door to
Shi decker testified to l>is coming to bar
door, all doubled up with pain. He said
he wis going to die ; that bis pains nom-
m enced after eating supper ; that be was
made sick at tbe table. He said tbat be
bad worked all day. Mrs. 8b.decker
wns with him ond spoke first; she said
Mint Benedict was sick, and that tha
doctor could not cotne till morning.

Mrs. Qenediot Shideoker was pat upon
tbe staad. She bad hoard tbo previous
testimony, and through it all had be-
trayed no emotion. Her answers were
fully given, and were sometimes accom-
panied witb a smile, Theie was a dull,
stolid expression of the face, which were
it not for tbe doubtful circumstances of
the case, would have impressed the be<
bolder strongly with faith in ber inno.
cenoe. She said Benedict waa well all
day, and wns taken «iot right after sup-
per, abort h.alf-pant six o'olook. He. was
not sick continnoDBly, He seemed to
be worse about 9 o'olook. He ate a
hearty sapper, BS unual, and went back
to tha shop, where he stayed an hour or
a little more, ahd came back about eight
o'clock. I went after tbe doctor a little
after 9 o'clock. The doctor did not
come to tbe bouse right away ; be gave
me some medioine ; be did not think it
necessary to come to. (he honse. I re-
quested tbe dootor to come. I didn't
think he was.so bad. I let tbe doctor
know abont an hoar or an hour and
half afterwards, I did not go myself; I
sent Mr. Keger for the dootor. Beoe
diet was not siok previous to taking his
sapper. He bad chills quite frequently.
Benedict did not say what caused bia
lickncBS; be said tbere was something
in bis tes. There was some poison in
tbe house ; there was some strychnine
and 'another kind. It cune from Wm,
H. Qi>odale'B. I got some yesterday and
some about two weeks ago, Tbere was
a little of ttifi first left when I bough!
yesterday. I used tint for poisoning
rata, There WHO very little left. I
put it on tbe shelf and in boles to kill
ratfl. It is lying around loose. I t was
sprinkled around right away wben I got
it. Tbe first lot v ia all sprinkled
when I bought tbe last lot. (NOTE—
This and some other contradictions in
the testimony may have been causod by
tbe fact of tho witness not perfectly nn
del-standing the questions, ahe being
partially deaf. | I sprinkled ont tbe las
of the first lot on the day I got the IOO-
ond lot, I got ten oenta1 worth o
strychnine jeslerday. I bought the sea
ond lot (or rats also, I put it around in
boles tor the rate, and some in tha gar-
ret, Z used it all. I keep t*a and tngai
in tbe closet when I pat theutryohnba.
I k«ep tho tea in, a glass ja r ; the jar bas
has not been covered ; there is some ten

yet in tlie jar. I have naed some out of
tbat jar to-day. I took supper last
night with Mr. Bbidecker and drank of
tbe eame tea that he did. My tea was
white, like cream off tbe milk. Bene
diet came from Germany; he told me he
bad been in this county about thirteen
years ; be told me he was 37 years old.
I waa born here in Morris county. I
put abont half the strychnine in the
closet wberetfaeteaii, and put theotber
half np around tb* garret and several
plaoea; I sprinkled it around; I did not
mix tbe tea with anything. The hole*
in the closet are down around the floor.
Borne of the strychnine, I believe, is yet
around tbe hales. In sprinkling I do
not know whether aay could have got
mixed with the tea ; it might bave got
eronnd the bread. I ate bread for lea
lost nigbt and did not feel aiek, bnt I felt

kind of a bad taste, too, in my month.
Benedict drank two cupn of tea and I
drank two caps. Tbe bread tasted very
good; be said tlifi tea didn't taste good.

Tbe nsxt
morning, about 8 o'clock, Mrs. Sui-
decker said be bad cramps. Witness

iked ber if he bad been drinking and
she said not. She told witness tbat the
neighbors euspicioned bin being pois-
oned, and she supposed she would be
suspected the first one. Tbe only reason
she gave for people suspecting her was
that Benedict Baid r igbt after drinking
tbe tea be got siok. He went to tbe
shop to work and she went down, and a
man by the came of George McElroy was
there. Sbe said tbat Benediot told Mc-
Elroy that be was going to die, and to

•y for tbe priest. She said she assisted
[oEJIroy to bring him to tbe house, Sbe
lid McElroy refused goingfor tbe prieat,

that he was going homo, that be couldn't
stay away longer, and that he thought
Beliediot would be all right in the morn-
ing. This evening the witness asked
her if sbe had ever bought any poison
to kill rats, and sho aaid yes, about two
weeks ago, Witness told her sbe bad
seen her go down town yesterday after-
noon, and asked ber if she bought
poison, and she said yes, Sbe said sbe
bad brought bread and tea and some
other eatables with her, and laid tbem
down on tbe table together witb the
poi8oa. She said the poison Bbe dis-
tributed, and that some of it was in bis
shop, Witness asked ber if she thought
it could have got in tbe victuals. She
Baid she thought it might bave got in
tbe flour, but sbe didn't know. Witness
was troubled Bomo witb rats In bet part
of the bouse | bad heard tbem in tlio
cellar, Mrp, Shidecker had Qoi^piainod
of them to ber. Sbe did not live in the
part witness lives in. She told witness
on the road hero tbat she bad «omo
A tbe poison in tbe house yet. Wit-
nets was not troubled with ratB iu
tbe upper portion of ber part of the
bouse. She never heard Mrs. Shidecker
threaten to poison her hnaband.

At this juncture tbe inquest was ad-
journed to Tuesday evening, Jan. 2d.

SUSPICIOUS OntODUSTaUfGBSa,

The house in which tbo deceased
Ijvnd wns taken possession of by tbo
:ffjcerfl. A thorough mmreh made by
the Coroner failed to reveal a traoe of
poison. AB rata da not eat poison with*
iut it being plaoed upon bread or some-
thing else, and na Mra, Sbideoker bad
testified tbat ehe had scattered it around
looBe, it seemed stratum that none could
be found. Mrs. Sbidecker also testified
positively that she ha<\ plaoed it about
rat holes ia the bottom of the closet and
about otber parts of tbe honse. Inves-
tigation showed tbat tbere was not a rat
bole in tbe bottom of the closet or in
any other port of tbe premises.

UBS. BRtDBCKEB ABBBSTED,

Enough facts having been ascertained
to justify the arrest of Mra, Shidecker
she was taken iuto custody oa Saturday
morning and placed under tbe care of
an officer in the Justice's office. Geo.
W. Forsyth, Esq., Prosecutor of tbe
Pleas, arrived on the noon trait and
entered into a careful examination of
tbe particulars thus far developed. As
a result it was thought best to plane
Nr% Shideoker in confinement and sbe
WHS sent lo lie county jail at Morris-
town tbe same evening.

Pootors Qandiot and Boss! subse-
quently made a post mortem examina-
tion of tbe brain of Benediot Shidecker
and found it to be in a perfectly bealtby
condition.

TBE JSQUBST CONTINUED.

The Coroner's inquest was resumed on
Tneaday evening.

Dr. 1 W. Conflict waa called,
testified to having continued the post
mortem examination on Sunday. He
bad examined the brain and its cover-
ings. Tbe external appearance of tbe
bead was first examined Tbere were
several scratches of tbe skin abont the
forehead, from side to side, represent-
ing segments of a oirae. On dividing
the sculp and turning it bank from the
skull, tbe internal portion of tbe scalp
was discolored in location corresponding
with the external Bcrntobes. The faobia
or inner skin covering tbe skull was not
woundi-d. Over the right eye, situated on
tbe frontal prominence, there tvns a pur-
ple mirk beneath tbe faohia, showing
through it, about the size of a dime.
Removing tbe periostium, from the fron-
tal bane tbo discoloration wan in.tlie
bone. All tbe coverings removed wero
in a beultby condition exoepting tbe
skin. We removed the tipper part of tbe
skull, At ttie point on the inner surface
of tbe skull, corresponding witb the dis-
coloration, tbe only unusual appear-
ance was a cap-like depression of tlie
inuer table of fbo skull. This was not

Catherine Hughes, mother of the last
witness, said she bad known Benediot
Shideoker and wife about two yean.
They lived together pretty rough, I
guess. If they sit at tbe table they
couldn't got np without quarreling. I
I lived in tbe same house with tbetn since
tbe 1st of April, only three months
when I wns in jail. 1 went lo jail be-
cause Mr«. Shideoker came oa to the
stoop to me one day in Jane last. She
asked me if I would do a favor Cor ber.
I said yes, what WHS it ? Will you please
pnt these shoes away for me till Satur-
day nigbt ? They were men's shoos. I
said yes. She said she was afraid Bene-
dict wonld sell them, for George wilt be
down Saturday night The eboes were
ring oa the top of a tronk for two days.
One night Marshal Keller came to tbe
house and asked ber if she bad a pair of
shoes belonging to Benediot tsuidno.
He said yes, be knew it, because Kate
(Mrs. Shideoker) told him. I told him
to look. The shoes were in tha tratk
and I wouldn't show them to him be-
cause I promised uob to, Next morning
Mr. Button came np and took me down
to Mr. Wood's office. From tbere I
went to Morriatown. I bad never heard
Benedict aooase her of improper rein-
tions withotber men. I know thecir- '
•unutanceii of Mrs. Sbidecker'a going
oat witb George McElroy to the water
tank.

No one had then charged hsr with poi-
soning him thiitlkuow off. Bbe went
to tbe drawer nod took something out.
and went ont. Tbe Doctor Baid nurry
np and watoh her. Tbe witness nt first
refused but did so. He did not see or
bear her out in the dark for abont a
minutB, when ha beard h«r st a door
below nipping at Mrs. Scattergood'B
door and telling her that Benediot was
dead,

The inquest adjourned to meet on
Friday evoning at 7 o'clock.
