STATISTICS OF PIG 1B0N.
Mr. June* M. Swank, Becretary of th,

American Iron and Steal Association,
haaJDBt pnbliabed bia anoanl statistics
os tbe production of pig Iron in tbe
United fcJtateu. Xbongb perhapi tbe to-
tal ilflnre at tba year hu notoome op to
expaoUtioDfl, it is by no meant iur]
ing tbat the tremendon* pace with ffl
tbat partioolar iadustry atrode forward
during and after the "boom" bus
been uiafDtftined. From 1879 to 1880,
tas isoreatie of prod notion V&B 40 per
ceat, wbile from 1880 to 1881, it was
only 8 per cent; and this growth is at-
tributed principally to the addition of a
number of furnaces to the oountry'i
plant, and not to any greater business
on tlie pert of longer established con-
cerns. BtiU, tbe progress made ia Yery
BatiBlactory, and it will take an aotive
trade to warrant its continuance. Tbe
following figures will show the proctuc-
ffonjfor the last tlireo years:

s moderate increase over tbe preceding
year, followed by Ohio witb 710,516
tons, New York with 869,519 tons, and
Illinois with 261,731. In Borne of tbo
Southern, States, and notably Virginia,
Alabama, and Tennessee, the increase
baa bees striking, thus showing that the
effortB of capital In tbat section are be-
ginning to lei). Among tbe States which
for the first time appear as producers in
the list are Colorado with 6,39ft tons,
California with 1,111 tone, and WosbiDg-
ton Territory wltb 1,200 tons. lllinolB
ia coming forward as one of tbe great
pig making Stales, having jnmped from
78,143 tocflJc 1879 to 150.65B in 1880,
to 261,781 net tons in 1881. ttbas beep
long contended by far-seeing men tbat
Chicago, witb its facilities for obtaining
supplies of excellent ore and of fuel and
its proximity to market* would become
one of the great centers of tba conntry,
and this is now apparently very rapidly
becoming a fact. Altogether, tbe Btatia-
Ucs of the various States exhibit a strong
tendency on tbe part of tbe iron indus-
try to extend in tbe Western and Sooth-
era eectioos of the country, sod tbo first
signs of an industry capablo of great
development are beginning to show in
tho jar West.

We proJuced4,14i,-
261 groas tons and imported 464,430
tonn, Wo bad in stock ot tbe be-
ginuing of the year 400,730 tens of do-
mestic pig iron and 161,404 tons oC for-
eign pig Iron. Tbe total supply was
5,180,818 gross tons. At the close of
tbe year, we had ou hand 188,300 gfoKS
tons of domestic pig iron and 0,958 tons
of foreign pig iron, which, beiDg deiluct-
ail from tho total supply givoa us 4,932,-
565 grosa tons OB tlie probable conHump-
tioa of tbe year. Tlio consumption of
1860 was estimated nt 3,090,415 gioss
tons. An inenmse of 1,000,000 gross
BUS in ODB year in OUT eorjmimption of
pig iron is a moat icmnrkable fact. Only
about one-third of this increase was used
in tbe production of Bessetnersteel; tbe
remoiEder ires required to supply tbe
miscellaneous iron and steel works of
the country.
